Authorities May ModifyPhys-
ical Tests.

IFrom The Tribune Bureau.']
Washington. October ;o

OFFICERS PREPARE FOR RIDES-
The military authorities may tfke up the
question of the physical test to which oflJ-
cer? of the army are annually subjected.
Ireparations for the ride by officers on
duty in Washington are being made h>
Generals Wotherspoon and Bliss, who ar*
to command the two parties into which the
officers will be divided this year. Th*
first party will start to-morrow and mako
a three days 1 trip, camping at night and
covering the required distance at the vari-
ous gaits prescribed in President Roose-
velt's order.

Many of the senior military commanders
this year have devoted themselves to adiscussion, more or less extensive, of the
physical test, and hardly any of them ap-
prove the requirements of the existini;
order. Most of them believe that an e\-
ception should be made in the case of offi-
cers who have reached sixty-two, and have
only two years to serve before the date
of compulsory retirement Other officers
believe the requirements should be mate-
riallychanged, so as to have regular physi-
cal exercise without the annual "stunt.'
for which officers specially and spasmod-
ically prepare, while paying no attention
to the admonition that they are to hay»
frequent physical exercise. More than
this, some officers have undertaken to sur-
pass the requirements by performing rldra
or waiks within a third of the time indi-
cated as necessary. This has Incensed
some of the senior officers, who deplore
this sort of rivalry as likely seriously to
Interfere with the beneficial aspects of
the physical test.

The War Department officials have not
yet determined whether It will be neces-
sary fo make any recommendations to
President Tart on the subject, and it is
by no means certain that the President
would be inclined to make any changes
in the Roosevelt order, the effect of which
has been helpful rather than harmful in
many respects.
