cable matches and should not be diverted
into other channels.

Because of the threatening weather many
gunners of the New York Athletic Club
failed to report at the traps at Travers
Island yesterday. There were five different
trophy shoHs, and only fourteen marksmen
tried their skill.

It was the idea of the promoters of the
scheme that enough students would Join the
association to insure the financial success
of the teams. This would relieve the man-
agers of these teams of much of the work
of personally collecting the funds for their
respective organizations. At first It was
the intention to include the students in the
graduate departments of the university, but
some objected so strenuously that that plan
fell through. Now only those In the
academic and scientific undergraduate

schools have been asked to Join. The total
number of students in these departments
Is only about 1.300, so that the new associa-
tion represents a membership of about ?6
per (p-ent of the undergraduate boZTy.

GUNNERS AT TRAPS.

This is not the first time that Columbia
has tried a central board of control for
all athletic teams. There was an old asso-
ciation that worked well when the college
was in the old buildings on 49th street, and
then a second association was organised

In the first days of football on Movnlngslde

Heights. This last soon expired, however,

because there was a subordination of all
other sports to football, and the crew was
not enthusiastically infavor of the scheme.

The present attempt to establish a gen-

eral association Is the direct outcome of the
financial difficulties that beset several of
the Columbia teams last year, notably the
crew and track associations. There has
bee-n a waning of Interest in sports at Co-
lumbia that has become general since the
abolition of football, and It was this that
led to a lack of financial support of the
crew and caused a deficit.

General Athletic Association
ToBe Tried at Last.

With only one-half the eighteen hundred
members that wer« thought nece^.iry when
the scheme was first proposed, the Hoard
of Student Representatives at Columbia
decided yesterday that they would give the
plan for a general athletic association a
trial, making up any deficit that might
arise by soliciting subscriptions from the
aiumnl. The plan for the association had
been hanging tire for more than a month
since the university opened for the fall term,

and undergraduate subscriptions were re-
ceived much more slowly than had been ex-
pected. When the Student Board called a
general meeting to discuss the scheme yes-
terday It was found that some 830 subscrip-
tions had been received and that members
of the faculty had promised fifty more.

Although the original idea called for etgh-
toen hundred undergraduate subscriptions,
the board decided that a sufficient number
had been received to warrant a trial It
was also understood that assurance had
been gained from the alumni association
that In case the scheme worked out well
the remaining nine hundred subscriptions
would be forthcoming from the graduates.
It was this assurance that led the board to
decide on the trial. Each subscription rep-
resents $10, so that the association willhave
nearly $18,000 with which to finance the ath-
letic teams which it Includes.

T'nder the new system the rowing, base-
ball, track, basketball, lacrosse, soccer,
gymnastics, hockey, swimming and fenc-
ing associations at Columbia will be con-
solidated in one central organlx<»tlon, which
Khali undertake the financing of the teams
urder its control. The budgets of the as-
sociations call for the expenditure of nearly
$?<>.«oo In addition to the receipts from
membership subscriptions it Is believed
that the balance vlllbe made up by guar-
antors and gate receipts from non-members
of the association, for all holding mem-
bership cards are to be admitted to home
games without charge.

The Judges in all classes will have the
aid of the veterinary surgeons employed by
the association. The Judges have the au-
thority to withhold all prisn-s when, in their
opinion, ther« is not sufficient merit in the
animals exhibited to justify an award, and
to disqualify forthwith any horse that they
believed to have been "doctored" or in any
way artificially or improperly prepared or
tampered with.

An upset price for boxes has been fixed
which corresponds to the premium for-
merly paid at auction sales, and at these
prices the boxes are being taken up by the
same persons who have in other years
given distinction to the assemblage at
Madison Square Garden. As of old, the
folk of the hunt and country club sets
have endeavored to get boxes or seats
close together, and one may look over the
house and pick out the Westbury, Cedar-
hurst, Westchester or Bernardsvllls set.

Aside from this, and indicative of the
national scope of the show, there is this
year a greater number of box holders from
the South and West. Alfred G. Vander-
bllt, with his customary disregard of the
hoodoo in the number, has again taken
arena box 13; J. W. Harrirnan has also an
arena box. together with William H. Moore,
of Pride's Grousing, Mass., and Reginald
C. Vanderbllt, of Newport. Three from
Westbury are Clarence H. Mackay and J.
S. and H. C. Phipps, while Edward ft
Weatherbee is from Westchester County.

Major the Hon. J. a. Beresford, 7th
Hussars (D. S. O.), Aldershot. England,

Professor Carlyle was one of the judges
at the International Horse Show at Chi-
cago last year and is In charge of the
federal government experiment farm for
the breeding of heavy harness horses in
Colorado. Robert Graham is one of the
earliest and largest importers of the Shfcro
hcrse In Canada. Draft horses in harness,

which are to be shown Inpairs and four
and six horse teams, the weight of the
wheelers to be not less than 3.500 pounds,
are to be Judged entirely by Professor
Curtis.
In all twenty-five experts have been in-

vited to serve as judges of the several
classes. Besides Professor Curtis, judges to

act singly will be Dr. Andrew Smith. To-
ronto, in thoroughbreds, and Joseph E.
Wldener. Philadelphia, in tho hackney,
Morgan and ponies in harness classes. John
Dolah, Lexington. Ky., will pass on the
five-gaited saddle horses, and Major Charles
Q. Treat, U. S. A., Fort Myer, Virginia.
In the classes in which military officers are
to take part, inclusive of horses suitable
for chargers and the Jumping competitions.
Mr. Widener has Judged ponies in harness
at the National Horse Show fur many
years, but this Is the first time he has con-
sented, in sptte of frequent invitations, to
pass on any except the bantams and hack-
neys. Pony stallions and brood mares will
also be judged by but one official, Reginald
W. Rives, of New Hamburg, who is vloe-
president of the Coaching Club, and in
other years has acled at the Garden in
the heavy harness classes.
In the other classes there willbe two or

three judges constantly on duty. Polo
ponies and stallions for getting polo ponies;
willbe judged by R. L. Agasslz of Boston,
a leading player of the game In this
country, who was on the American team of
1902 at Hurlingham; H. L. Herbert, of New
York, chairman of the Polo Association,
and Eugene S. Reynal. of White Plains.
Mr. Reynal, who is M. F. H. of the West-
chester County Harriers, is also to serve as
Judge of hunters and Jumpers, In company
with A. S. Craven, Greenwood, Va., and
Dr. Charles McSachren, of Montreal.

Trotters and roadsters are to be Judged
by Rensselaer "YVeston, prominent as an
amateur track manager as well as road
rider and breeder; W. C. Floyd-Jones, a
veteran amateur relripman of the Speed-
way, and E. R. Bowne.

Senator C. W. Barnum. of Lime Rock,
Conn, who Judged the trotters and road-
sters last year, will serve this time as judge
of the harness horse, four-in-hand, tandem
and appointment classes. He will be as-
sociated with H. K. Bloodgood, one of the
oldest hnckney breeders and expert amateur
whips in this country, and John C. Groome,
of Philadelphia, a leading exhibitor and
driver of four-in-hands for many years.

There is a radical change in the methods
by which saddle horses and ponies under
saddle are to be Judged. For five years the
sole arbiter in these classes has been F.
Vivian Gooch, of England. This time thay
will be passed on by John Dolan, of l.ex-
lifjrton, Ky., where he is well known as
a judge at local shows ; Lewis E. Waring.
Plainfield, N. J., who is a member of the
Watchung Hunt Club and the Plainfiekl
Horse Show Association, and Joseph La-
rocque, .of New York, one of the founders
of the Riding Club.
