JAPAN WITHDRAWS.

Recalling Military Foree from
Chicntao.

Washingten, Oct. 30.—That Japan in!on:l‘s'
to keep its pledge with China to remo
military forces from Chientao, a territory
Iving hetween Manchuria and Corea, which

long has bheen in dispute, s indicated hw
the fact thar by November 2 nexr all the

Japanese tro®ps now in that region will ve
entirely withdrawn

Announcement to this effect was made at
the Japanese Embassy to-night by Keishire
Matsui, counsellor of the embassy and
chargé d'affaires, who just had received a
cable dispatch from his government in re-
gard to the matter. The statement is sig-
nificant in that, according to Mr. Matsui, “it
means that Japan intends fully to live up te
the spirit and letter of its recent agreement
over the island territory of Chientao.”

The message received Mr. Martsui
stated that the Japanese troops in Chientao
bhegan to withdraw October 28, and that
with the departure of Colonel Saito. whe for
scme time had been in command o
tachment of Japanese troops there,
staff on November 2, all Japan
foreces in that territory would sent else-
where.

For vears the island of Chizntao has beer
the subject of much dispute between China
and Corea as to its ownership, and which
