Newburg, Oc¢. 3.—For a number of years
John Bigelow, former Minister to France,
Las had a summer home at Highland Falls,
overlooking the Hudson River, known as
The Squirrels. It is only a short distance
from the Morgan properties, and is an ideal
home. ¥From Th» Squirrels, under date of
October 25, Mr. Bigelow wrote to William
J. Duffy, president of the village which
Mr. Bigelow tock a prominent part in in-
corporating:

“T believe that T own much, if not all, of
the watershed of the village of Highland
Falls that dces not belong to or is not con-
tr?ll.-d by what i3 known as the Citizens'
Water Company. Our village ought to own
or control its watershed, and some day
doubtless will be comp-lled to.

“As T am quite too old to exercice any
proper supervision of my portions of this
waiershed as « farm, at my death it would,
in the nctural course of things, sooner or
later go into the market, and in time be-
come an additicnal expense to the village
when it should realize the necessity of its
owring and controlling its water supplies.

Hammerstein’s Regular Season
Begins After Week’s Interval.

Oscar Hammerstein's preliminary season
of grand opera came to an end with last
night's performance at the Manhattan
Opera Hcvuse. There will be a week's in-
terval before the regular season begins, on
November 8, with a performance of Mas-
senet’'s “Herodiade.”

Theugh financially the season has not
been all Mr. Hammerstein might wish, he
has brought out a number of singers that
may prove of use to him in his regulir
séason, and has produced three operas not
ofien seen In New York. Two of these
operas, Meyerbeer's “Le Prophéte” and
Halévy's “La Julve,” showed no special
drawing power, but, contrary to expecta-
ticns, Balfe's time-wern “Bohemian Girl,”
sung in English, proved one of the most
popular productions of the season, being
given four times during the last two weeks,
each time to a large audience.
