Howard Willets’'s Country

House Burns Down.

Flames destroved the large manor house
on Gedney Farm, the country place of How-
" ard Willets, the horse show exhibitor and
|

clubman, on the outskirts of White Plairs
| early vesterday, causing a loss of about

$300,000. The fire was a spéctacular one,
| and at one time the house was a pillar of
| flames, discernible for miles along the
Sound. The insurance was $145.000. A
judgment for $277,999 which Mr. Willets
recovered yesterday against H. W. Poor &
Co. more than makes up the dAifference.

Mr. Willets has not occupled his White
Plaines residence for nearly a year, having
woved to another estate in New Hampshire,
and the White Plains house was in charge
of H. C. Benedict, as caretaker.

The fire was discovered at 8 o'clock In
| the morning on the third floor, over the pri-
‘ vate apartments of Mr. Willets, facing Long

Island Sound. In the house at the time
were Mr. Benedict, his wife, two children,
Morrison and Donald, aged nine and five
respectively : Mary Morris, a mald; Mary
Rush, a laundress, and a helper. Mre.
Benedict smelled smoke and found that
flames were eating from the third to the
second floor. She quickly aroused the en-
tire household. Mr. Benedict seized a hand
hose and rushed to the second floor and
tried to extinguish the flames, but on ac-
count of the lack of pressure he was able
to do very little. Mrs. Benedict dragged
her two children from the burning bullding
and then returned to save some of her per-
sonal belongings. Just as she was leaving
her room the ceiling fell in, narrowly miss-
ing her
{ Gedney ¥amm is surrounded by the es-
tates of other New Yorkers, and several of
these, accompanied by servants, hurried to

the Willets house to assist in fighting the
flames. Daniel W. Moloney, secretary of
the Westchester Horse Show Association,

| led a bucket brigade. While In the silver
closet endeavoring to save some of Mr. Wil-
lets’s horse show trophies he had his fur
overcoat burned from his back.

The White Plains Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment responded, but could do little, as &
fifty-mile gale was blowing from the north-
west at the time. Within one hour after
the fire broke out the three tall chimneys
were all that was left standing of the house.

H. WILLETS B.EOOVEEB $277,999.

Verdict Against Poor & Co. in Suit Re-
sulting from Bond Saie.

Howard Willets won a victory in the Su-

Henry W. Poor & Co., bankers, for $277,999.
This amour.® represented, with interest, the
cost of bonds of the Newton & 'Northwest-
ern Rallroad Company, of loxa, which Mr
Willets purchased from the firm. He said
the bonds had proved worthless

Mr. Willets, through Willlam J. Rand, jr.,
former Assistant District Attorney of Man-
battan, sald the bankers set forth in a
prospectus that there were coal properties
along the railroad dontaining two valuable
veins of coal. Mr. Willets asserted that
there was very little coal, and that the es-
timate of profits in the prospectus was
greatly exaggerated

PARTY FOR HUGHES

SO WOODRUFF THINKS

Will Probably Renominate

Him, if a Candidate.

Timothy L. Woodruff, chairman of the
Republican State Committee, said yester-
day in the course of a discussion of direct
nominations and the Governor's policies
that if Governor Hughes should be a can-
didate for renomination next fall the or-
ganization probably would be for him. He

=aid also that while the state organization |

was heartily in favor of primary reform
it was resolutely opposed to the abolition
of party conventlons. The state chalr-
man made it clear that the organization
would do its best to put through legislation
that would safeguard the interests of the
voters and cut down election frauds.

“1 am convinced from talking with Re-
over the state,” sald Mr.
Woodruff yesterday, “that the Republican
state organization and the Legislature will
support any measures looking to needed
reforms in primary elections, and give
them all the safeguards now thrown
around general elections 1 am equally
certain that they will not support meas-
ures that will result in doing away with
the convention system.

“I have found that
discuss electoral

most people who
reform don’t understand
the logical result of establishing direct
nominations They are constantly con-
fusing direct nominations and primary re-

form. In talking with leading Repub-
licans around the state—some of them |
Judges—I have been surprised to hear

them say that they were in favor of di-
rect nominations and in the same breath
that they were opposed to the abolition of
conventions. 1If they want the convention
retained as a part of our pelitical system

they must be opposed to direct nomina-
tions.
“In every public utterance that I have

made on this subject, in conventlon and out,
I have advocated primary reforms—changes
in the present primary law that will safe-
guard the Interests of all the voters. 1 be-
lieve that Republicans all around the state
are practically unanimous for such changes,
but they are against the abolition of the
convention system.

“Under a system of direct primaries it
would not have been practicable to nom-
inate a fusion ticket in this eity this fall
The control of the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment and the boroughs now
in the hands of anti-Tammany officlals, or
will be after January 1, and this would not
have been possible under direct nominations

“An example of the extent to which mis-
gulded voters will allow thelr advocacy of
direct nominations to carry them is afforded
In the case of the opposition to Speaker
Wadsworth. Speaker Wadsworth is one of
the finest men In the stats That type of
public man ought to be upheld and retained
in the service of the people as long as they
will consent. Wadsworth has stood for the
same reforms that these direct nomination
