AS TO PADERE-.VSKTS SYMPHONY.
T m London music critics r+(in to be

greatly divided regarding the merits of

Paderewtki's symphony, which was pro-
duced for the MM time in England at
the Queea'e Hall. London, on November 3-
Says "The Times": "Itwas perhaps Inevi-
table that a work of modern date, dealing
with such a subject Mm Polish revolu-
tion), should ba \u25a0 f very sombre hue. The
flow movement is a purely lyrical number
of exquisite quality, and the story of the
revolution la told in the finale withan cmo-
Uona.l aud a dramatic power that carries
all before it at.i excuses even Ul6 long and
rather tedious battle MHM« In which the
well known orchestral effects are used."

"ThePall MailGazette" wa*disappointed.
"We failed to trace any special distinction
In the music; the thematic material was
cnrloualy unorigluai, nevtr. perhaps, de:-
inltely fu^geetins other thing*, but nearly

always carrying with it a. flavor of the ex-
pected, almost at time* to the verge ot
commonplace." It found the orchestration
notable. "We t&ko exception, tboush. to
tbe thundirr machine and the three sarru-o-
phones, the etfeel being doubtful and some-
what 111 Judged, in that the novel sound
was scarcely prominent or distinctive
enough to achieve It*object. . . . Alto-
gether, the work ia disappointing, ana
curiously to. except that perhaps from
very *axue*Uifc&s of endeavor the composer
may have become, as it were, too s«lf-
cdnscioua It do hi* undoubted powers full
Justice."

The London correspondent of "The Glas-
gow Herald" doubted "if PaderewtUl really
ha« the inventive inspiration for such a
subject or the grasp el musical architecture
for the writing01 a symphony.
