24 West 924 street, yesterday afternoon,
how the Colorado women had been ex-
cused by amiable judges whenever they
had been called as jurors, and the “co-op-
eratives,” 2ll with one accord, declared It
to be a mistake. Mrs. Grenfell thought it
a mistake, too, but excused the women of
her State on the ground that many new
things came upon them at once and found
them: somewhat unprepared.
