TRIBUTE T0 MORSE

Oler’s Resolution in Evidence at
. Ice Trial.

The trial of the American lce Company
before Justice Wheeler and a jury in the
Criminal Branch of the Supreme Court on
an indictment charging a violation of the
anti-monopoly law entered its third month
yesterday. Wesley M. Oler, president of
the defendant ¢ y. completed the di-
rect testimony which he began to give on
Friday, and his cross-examination at the
hands of Mr. Oshorne was in progress when
the trial adjourned until to-day.

Mr. Oler testified that when he became
president of the American Ice Company, In
194, he found the business force in New
York demoralized, and because many of the
old employes had left he had to obtain new
men. Under the prompting of Mr. Stanch-

larged upon his management of the com-
pany unt!l Mr. Stanchfield asked, as his
last question before turning over the wit-
ness to Mr. Osborne: :

“Now, Mr. Oler, have you ever tried or
attempted to create a monopoly in the sale
of ice?

“Nothing was ever further from my mind.
It would be foolish for any man to at-
tempt it,” replied the witness.

After the witness had denled that he took
control of the American at the instance of
Charles W. Morse, Mr. Oshorne produced
the minutes of Mr. Oler's testimony before
the grand jury, wherein he was quoted as
saying that he made It a condition of his ac-
ceptance that he should have a new board
of directors which would command the re-
spect of the public, and that Morse had
offered to advance $300,000 for working capi-
tal if Mr. Oler took the presidency. The
' witness recalled the testimony.

Mr. Osborne then asked him if he did not
draw up with his own hand a commenda-
tory resolution, which, with a loving cup
had been presented to Mr. Morse. As Mr.
Oler's memory on this point failed him, Mr.
Osborne refreshed it by bringing out the
resolution as it appeared in one of the
American's minute books, drawn up by
Wesley M. Oler and Thomas Sturgis, and
adopted unanimously hy the board. Later
the prosecutor read the resolution with evi-
dent enjoyment. It read as follows:

W Charles W. Morse, who has
served as president of this corporation
since its formation, has declined a re-elec-
tion to that position, and

Whereas, It is the desire of the board of
directors to express in some fitting way
their regret that his decision is final, not-
withstanding their urgent request that he
should continue as its president, and

Whereas, Mr. Morse has devoted hls ex-
ceptional abilities during a continuous
period of years to establishing the busi-
ness of this company upon broad and firm
foundations, bringing to its assistance his

rsonal resources and crédit, while de-
clining to receive from it any compensa-
tion, be it, therefore,

Resolved, That in giving these valuable
services to the company Mr. Morse has set
an example of devotion to its welfare and
of a high conception of the position of a
trustee of corporate interests that well
may be emulated by others. And, further,

Resolved, That, #s executive head of the
company, Mr. Morse has displayed such
genius for organization and such rare tact
in the handling of men and affairs, that
his withdrawal therefrom would be an ir-
reparable loss but for the fact that he
continues to be chalrman of the board and
executive committee.

Resolved, That we express our deepest
regret at the parting with Mr. Morse as

BRINGS UP OLD CASE.

Jersey Man Doesn’t Know
What Document He Signed.

Trenton, N. J., Dec. 6.—Alfred Summers
Molyneux, of Jersey City, who was found
in a carpet bag In a passenger car of the
Pennsylvania Raliroad at Perth Amboy on
September 7. 1558, has filed a bill In Chan-
cery to perpetuate testimony which he
seeks to have disclosed by Frederick W.
Payne, a pawnbroker at No. 246 Newark
avenue, Jersey City. Malyneux claims that
Payne induced him through misrepresenta-
tion to sign a document, which he believes
was a conveyance of his interests in real
estate, the nature of which he knows noth-
Ing about.

When found in the carpet bag he was
about seven days old. Henry Molyneux
and his wife, Betsy, of Jersey City, adopted
the boy and gave him their name. Moly-
neux lived with his foster mother for more
than nineteen years. She had two sons,
James and Frederick Molyneux., who were
born after he was adopted. Early in life,
aecording to the blll, the two Molyneux
boys developed a feeling of hostility toward
their adopted brother, and on one occasion
James, now dead, drew a loaded revoiver
and threatened to shoot Alfred. For this
offence he was indicted and sentenced to
ninety days’' imprisonment.

Frederick W. Payne, the defendant, is a
brother-in-law of Mrs. Betsy Molyneux, and
as a boy Alfred was taught to call him
uncle. Mr. Molyneux says he was sum-
moned to Mr. Payne's office, where he was
induced to sign his name to some papers.
Payne told Molyneux when the latter in-
quired the reason that it was a petition to
get a man a job in Washington and that
everybody was signing it.

The bill sets forth that, as Payne is about
seventy years old and Is in ill health, his
testimony may not be avallable when need-
ed. Therefore Molyneux asks that it be
taken now under oath and perpetuated. He
says his information as to the nature of
the doc t was obtained from George A.
Hearson, a personal friend of Payne.

POSES A4S MARTYR.

Armenian Murderer Executed
at Sing Sing.

“Warden, 1 die in my country’'s inter-
ests,” sald Bedros Hampartzoomian, who
killed Hooshamee Tavshanjvan, an Arme-
nian rug merchant, in this city og July 22,
1907, as he walked to the electric chalr
in Sing Sing prison yesterday morning.
Testimony introduced at the trial of the
condemned man showed that the victim

died because he had refused to contribute.

member

The murderer was sald to have been
only twenty-six years old, but he looked
like a man of forty years as he entered
the death room yesterday. As the current
was turned on the body strained against
the straps, stiffened out in the chair and
a thin line of smoke went up from the
head. Mr. Davis, the state electrician,
said that there had been a slight burning
of the hair and skin because Hampartzoo-
mian had a peculiarly shaped head and the
“helmet” did not rest firmly on the right
side of the forehead. Only one contact was
necessary, waiereas three are usually given
before a doemed man Is officially pro-
nounced dead.

Tavshanjvan was killed as he was about
to enter his place of business, at No. 33
East 17th street. Miss Trildea Gennery,
of No. 254 West 38th street, testified that
she was near the spot where the shooting
occurred shortly after noon, when she
saw a man place a revolver against the
back of the rug merchant. At the first
shot the latter sank to his knees. His as-

Provides for Poor.

The will of John Masterson Burke, who
died on Thursday at his home, No. 18 West
4ith street, was filed yesterday in. the Sur-
rogate's office. About seven years ago Mr.
Burke, who laid the foundation of his
fortune in the shipping business, founded

! the Winifred Masterson Burke Relief Foun-
| dation, named after his mother, giving to

it property valued at $4,000,000. The income
from this fund was to be spent in caring for
worthy sick and in providing maintenance
for poor persons during convalescence.

In his will Mr. Burke rutifies his gifts to
the foundation as follows:

I am without relatives who are near to
me or who have any just claim. upon my
bhounty. It has been and is the dominant
purpose of my life that the bulk of my es-
tate shall be dedicated to charitable pur-
poses of the general character of those set
forth in the charter of the Winifred Mas-
terson Burke Relief Foundation. It has
been and i€ my wish that the fortune which
I have accumulated shall be used not for
my own personal gratification or enjoy-
ment, or for the mere personal gratification
or enjoyment of any other person, but shall
bhe used wisely and systematically to aid
healthy, iIndustrious and thrifty persons
who are in trouble and unfriended, and
more especially to aid and help healthy and
poor persons who shall have been {ll, and
especially at the period of their recupera-
tion and convalescence from serious illness,
and to enable them better to resume the
struggle for their livelihood or for the per-
formance of their duties.

The subsequent article of the will directs
that all the residue of Mr. Burke's estate be
paid to the Winitred Masterson Burke Re-
Hef Foundation, of which he was the presi.
dent, and to its successors for the use and
purposes of the foundation.

To the Mariner's Family Industrial So-
clety of Clifton, Staten Island, the testator
leaves 32,500 and to the Servants of Rellef
for Incurable Cancer he bequeaths a sim-
flar sum. He leaves to fifteen children of
cousins $100 and $200 each, and says that If
any of his next of kin other than those
mentioned should prove their kinship to
the satisfaction of his executors they are
to recelve $100 each, the aggregate, how-
ever, not to exceed $£,000. To Annle Byrns,
a servant, Mr. Burke leaves $,30, and an
annulty of $300. Another servant recelves
$1,000.

In a codicil attached to the will Mr.
Burke revokes the appointment of Willlam
Bayard Cutting as an executor and trus-
tee and appoints in his place Frederick H.
Denman. Francls B, Clark is the other
executor.

FIRST IN NEW HEADQUARTERS.

Sixty Prisoners Face 250 Masked De-

tectives Under McCafferty.

Two hundred and fifty masked detectives
inspected sixty prisoners yesterdey, the
first to be haled before Inspector McCaf-
ferty in the new Police Headquarters. The
detectives wore masks when appearing be-
fore prisoners, so they will not be recog-
nized by those who are released.

Gompers Addresses 1500 in
Cooper Union.

The meeting was held under the auspices
of the International Seamen's Union of
America, delegates of which are in conven-
tion at the Gilsey House. Samuel Gompers,
president of the American Federation of
Labor, was advertised to preside, but he
was unable to get to the hall on time, and
Andrew Furuseth, président of the Inter-
national Seamen’'s Union of America, took
the chair.

President Furuseth opened the meeting
by saying there was under consideration
now by the seamen a method of organiza-
tlon upon a basis that will take in the
whole shipping world, to combat the In-
dustrial Ship Owners’ Federation of Great
Britain and ship owners of other countries.
J. Havelock Wiison, president of the Na-
tional Sailors and Firemen's Union of
Great Britain and a member of Parlia-
ment, denounced the ship owners of Great
Britain. In the course of his speech Sam-
uel Gompers entercd, and was introduced
as the marn whom *“‘the Supreme Court of
the United States permitted to be with
us."”
