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Wagner and Pittsburg Lead

‘Pirntu' Shortstop Heads National League Batting List

Again—Mitchell and Seymour Tied for Second.

Hans Wagner, the famous shortstop of
Pittsburg, not only leads the batters of the
National League again this year, but his
club, which won the world's championship
for the season of 1908, is at the head of the
list in team batting averages, according to
the official list given out yesterday by John
A. Heydler, who was deposed as president
of the League last week.

Wagner's percentage is .330. He made 168
hits for a total of 242 bases. His winning
average last year was .254.

In team batting Pittsburg leads with .258,
against .254 made by the New York Giants,
who stand second.

Mitchell, the outflelder of Cincinnati, with
a percentage of 310, ties Cy Seymour, the
centrefielder of the Giants, for second place.
Seymour, however, played in about half as
many games as Mitchell.

The five other leading battrs on the New

York team are Doyle, Snodgrass, Bridwell,
McCormick and Meyers, who finished in
sixth, seventh, ninth, twelfth and twentieth
positions on the list. Mathewson, WwWoo
pitcted in thirty-seven games, had a bat-
ting average of .263.

LOCAL RULE CHANGES

Codifying May Be General—
Bay State Golfers Rated.

It is believed that the decision of the
Metropolitan Golf Association to do what
it can in the way of codifying local rules
‘will start the thinkers to work in other
sections. The Royal and Ancient Golf Club
frronishes the following recommendations
for local rules:

‘When necessary, local rules should be

made for such obstructions as trees,
hedges, fixed seats, fence gates, railways
and walls; for such difficuities as

marks and other damage done by nnlmm.
and for such local conditions as the exist-
ence of mud, which may be heid to inter-
fere with the proper playing of the game.

Many of the clubs have printed en the
back of the score card the local rules,
while at others it is necessary for the home
golfer to instruct the visitor as to the
rules as they journey round the course, A
suggestion has been made that a small sign
be attached to the tee box on every hole
indicating the local rule governing such
hole. These signs would doubtless be a
blessing, not only to strangers, but to many
home players as well, who wiil not take
the time to acquaint themselves even with
the rules pecullar to their course.
