| FIFTY YEARS IN INDIA,
The notable changes in
{ eruwent in the direction of enlarging
‘, uative participation and influence, upon
which we recently comwented, were ef-
fected almost coincidently with
fiftieth aumiversary of the establish-
went of the direct authority of the
| British crown over that empire. 11 was
just after the end of the Great Mutiny,
in ISSS, that old “John Company™ re
linquished control of India to the Queen,
though it was wot until wany jears
later that her majesty was proclaimed
Empress. It is therefore fitting to re-
view these last fifty years as a separate
and iutegral epoch in Indian history,
marked with the results of direct Brit-
ish administration. the characteristios
of which may profitably be noted as a
vindication or a condemnation of British
rule.

| 1t has been a half centwry of far
less fighting than any other since the
days of Dupleix and Clive.  Indeed, it
has seen no disturbances of the peace
whatsoever beyond petty border wars
and punitive expeditions, and although

CATERERS RESPONSIBILITY.
Mention has already been made in

our columns of the suit recently brought
wgainst a vestaurant keeper at Chatham,
England, for serving oysters which were
contaminated with typheid germs and
the esting of which was followed by
disastrous  consequences.  In several
particulars the case was of much in-
terest 1o Americans as well as to Eng-
lishwen, since similar occurrences are
| by no means unknown in this country.

Two naval officers dined at the res-
| taurant and ate oysters. Socn  after-
ward they were both taken ill with what
| appeared (o be ptomaine peisoning, but
recovered.  Later both were strickea
with typhoid fever in an acute form.
One of them died and the other was
dangerously ill for a long time. but
tinally recovered. His protracted illness
prevented him, however, from aceepting
the effer of un important promotion and
compelled him to remain on half pay for
about a vear. On regaining his bealth
Le brotizht suit against the proprietor of
the restaurant for indemmification for
the losses which he bad suffered.

It was shown that the oysters hal
been taken from the River Medway.
which is a recipient of sewage; that
various cases of typhoid at Chatham had
been attributed to the eating of oysters
from the river, and that an official warn-
ing had been issued against the further
use of them a mouth before they wer:
served to the plaintiff. A physician tes-
titied that in his opinion the eoysters
were the bearvers of the infection in this
case. 1t was, he said. well established
that eysters could convey typhoid, the
germs being, however, not in the oyster
itself, bat in the Auid which was lodzed
in its gills, The presence of contami-
nating sewage did not affect the health,
appearance, swell or faver of the oys-
ters, soie of the tinest containing the
germs; hut it was possible to make the
oysters innocuens by thorough washing.

The jury fomnd that the plaintiff con-
tracted the disease from the oysiers,
that he had velied upon the defendant
to supply him with good food, that th:
defendaut did not exercise reasonable
and proper gire in procuring and serv-
ing the food., but was guilty of negli-
gence, and that therefore the plaintiff
was entitled 10 damages in the sum of
S50 in addition 1o 3530 for the expenses
of his illuess. "That judgment was aec-
cordingly entered by the court,

This verdiet in fixing the blime upon
contaminated oysters, which had been
taken from a sewage-fouled river, is not
novel, but of interest for its coum
lative authority, |mrlivuln~n this
ecountry, where it is a net uncommon
practice not only to take oysters from
such waters, but alse to expose eclean
| oxsters to fonling by deliberately laying
them down in such waters for a time
just before marketing them. Buat more
novel and more important was the es-
tablishment of the cuaterer’'s responsibil-
ity for the character of the fowd which
he served and for the resuits of eating
it. Such respousibility (o a certain Q'J
tent has long been recognized, but not
often, if ever, to gquite o marked an
extent as in this case. The justice of
the principle is not, however, to Le .im-
peached, though, of course, like many
other pertecily sound principles, it Is
suseeptible of serious abuse, It is fit-

is

ting that caterers should b muleted
when they Knowingly or negligently

serve unsound food. But it woild he a
hardship to have suits brought and dam-
ages collected for all cases of illness
which followed eating at a hotel, and
which the gluttonous or dyspeptie suf-
ferer mizht atiribute to the food rather
than to his own indiseretion,

CAUSES OF LAWLESSNESS.
There is doubtless muech truth in Gen-
eral Ringham's diagnosis of the origin
of that popular lawlessness which is
commeonly and without injustice imputed
to Americans. It is not weant that
Awericans are as a rule lawhreakers.
But far too many of them in all walks
of life fail to regard the law with the
respect 1o which it is entitled.  They
evade it when it suits their convenience
or profit to do so and when they can do
so safely. They ignore it. They look
upen it with a eertain degree of con-
tewpt.  And when they obey it they do
so not because it is the law, per s, but
rather because compliance is just as con-
venient and profitable as disobedience, or
because any other course scems unsafe.
General Bigghaw's theory that this is
partly due to the character and prac-
| thees of some of those who are charged
| with the administration of the law is
reasonable. If a jodge is pereeived to be
corrupt men will have little respeet for
his judgments. If a prosecuting officer
shows pur!.i.-alil,\' among those whom he
should arraizn  for law-breaking he
briugs the machinery of law enforve-
went into suspicion and contempt.  The
policeman who takes a  bribe, levies
blackmail or pilfers the fruit stall at the
streel corner sets an example of lawless-
uess which is sure to be imitated in
great things as well as small. It is un-
happily undeniable that a considerable
amount of malfeasance of one sort or
another is practised by public officers
of the law. Tt is only human nature that
it should have its effect in the diffusion
of a lawless spirit among the people,
This is not, however, the whole of the
indictment.  General Bingham also at-
| tributes the prevalence of the lawless
spirit 1o the pernicious example of re
spectable aud  personally  law-abiding
citizens wha neglect, through indolence
or otherwise, to seek the enforceent of
the law when they see it violated. 1t
may be that this is & wmore fraitful in.
spiration of lawlessuess than the other
| There is little gquestion that g large part
of the law-breaking which oceurs in
business, in “high fiuance.” could neveg
| ueur or would be promptly exposed
| and punished It only the honest wen in
the same businesses were aggressively
as well as passively honest and wepe as
| prowpt aud resolute in cheeklng irregy
practices by their assoclates as they

would be in handing over to the police
an office boy who was caught pilfering
the till or a burglar who was drilling
into the safe,

So the minor instances of law-break-
ing which so greatly anpoy and injure
the public and bring reproach upon the
city, particularly the breaches of order
and of

respectable citizen who sees them w
put himself to the trouble of dolng his
share to enforce the law. Once in
month or so some public spirited

]

has him suitably punished.
every one who does this there are scores
who diligently look the other way when
the law is broken, erroncously regard-
ing it ag none of their business and wish-
ing not to be hothered with it.

And se, after all, this argument moves
in a circle and brings us back to the
people themselves as the real lawbreak-
ers. For the people are responsible jor
the unfaithful administrators in the first
complaint and even more directly for the
complacent or cowardly winking at law-
breaking in the second. What is needed
is that every citizen should realize ‘n
a practical way that in a government of
the people by the people the enforce
ment of law is the direct personal busl-
ness of every member of the community.
For a eitizen to ignore law-breaking on

pelice or the District Attorney is as il-
logieal as it would be for a householder
to ignore a fire or a trespasser on the
ground that he hires his servants to
take care of the property.

the capacity of the scheol will be doubled,
as the colored people will do muech of the
manual labor free. Thus, every delar
given now wiil multiply four times when It
becomes bricks and wortar.

It is totally tpessible for the trustees
to raise the §I1208, as they have taxed
themselves to thea extreme lmit to build
the institution up to what it is to-day. 1t
would be’a calamity, and a sad one, to the
schoel, to fail to meet the generous offer of
the state.

As the educating and uplifting of the
negro is the enly solution of the race prob-
lem, 1 hope all who read this letter will
feel it a duty to send a small contribution,
say §. to the treasurer of the scheol, Mr.
