ATTACK ON SKELLY |

S. W. Burt Wants Commission |
to Reopen Charges. g

The Civil Service Reform Association, in a
jetter signed by its president, Silas w.
Burt, has protested to the Municipal Civil
Service Commission against the action of
that body with regard to the investigation
of the charges against its secretary, John F.
Skelly, and has asked that the charges be
reopened. The letter begins with a quota-
tion from a statement issued by the com-
missior relative to the suspension of Skelly,
as follows:

The investigation conducted by the State |
Civil Service Commission and the Civil Ser-
vire Reform Association satisfled them that
there was no basis of fact in the so-called
Jerrv Flood and McCarthy cases, referred to
in the Skelly letters, published in the daily ;

American,” and, further, that there was 5
nothing in comnection with these cases re-
flecting in any way upon the officers or em
ploves of the Municipal Civil Service Com-
mission.

The letter says that the association pro-
tests against the use of its name as an
apparent sanction to the action of the
Muynicipal Civil Service Commission, and
while it does not hold the commission re-
sponsible for the statement, it makes the
protest so that the record may be complete.
Mr. Burt says that he is at a loss to un-
derstand how the municipal commission
rould say that the state commission of the
association was satisfied with the finding,
and asserts that it is impossible for the
public to continue to have confidence in
