A COVERT COMPLIMENT.

“The New York World” speaks slight-
ingly of Republican insurrections as *a
“recreation, a diversion, a form of d@muse-
“ment.” It seems to be a littlé upset bhe-
cause Republicans wage war with more
discretion, tact and reasonableness than
Democrats do when they divide against
one another. Of course, every good Jef-
fersonian scorns haif-way insurgency.

CIVIL. SERVICE INSURANCE.

The guestion of pensioning employes in
the Civil Service is being muech more
frequently discuszed now than it used to
be. President Taft in his annual mes-
sage had. something to say about the
need of providing for their retirement
on a competence. And the impression is
gaining ground that in order not to re-
tain its employes beyond the years when
they are efficient suitable provision must
be made for securing to them an income
after their retirement. The suggestions
of the State Civil Service Cammission on
this question are therefore timely and
interesting.

The objection to pensions is that un-
der the rulings of the courts an ew-
ploye’s interest in a pension fund is a
vested interest, which makes his dis.
missal difficult. If the pension system
that prevails in the Police Department in
this city, for example, were introduced
into the Civil Service generally, the dis-
missal of civil employes would become
as difficult as are dismissals from the
police force. That is the great objection
to a pension system, and should be suthi-
cient to prevent its adoption. The State
Civil Service Commission has this in
mind when it recommends that the sub-
jeet “should not be dealt with piecemeal
“for any department or political division,
*“or by any hastily devised legislation,
“but that the general policy of provisien
“for retirement pensions should be care-
“fully considered, and if any action is
“taken a comprehensive scheme should
“he adopted which would at once insure
“economical administration and the pres-
“ervation of efliciency and discipline ia
“the service.”

_To avoid this difficulty the commis-
sion recommends an insurance system
for civil empleyes. The policy of each
employe would be paid for by a contri-
bution from his salary, similar to the
contribution exacted in the ecase of a
pension fund. But the employe would
be the owner of the policy himself, and
it would have a surrender value. Thus,
the comimission thinks, the danger of
creating a property right in the incum-
bency of office-would be avoided. The
commission appears to have made a real
contribution toward the settlement of
what may soon be a pressing problem.

HUMANITY AGAINST NATURE.

From the points of view of so-called
nature and of pure utilitarianism there
doubtless seems to be ground for the
recommendations which are reported—
perhaps not altogether accurately—to
have been made by a professor of phy-
siology at Harvard the other day, that
the aged and hopelessly intirm should
be left to die without charitable cara,
and that the attention which is now
given to them should be devoted to
vounger and curable cases. That is the
law of nature, in the wild. Indeed,
instead of merely being left to die, the
aged and infirm are often put to death,
as cumberers of the earth. “n measur-
ing the value of life solely by dollars
and cents, too, it might seem to be folly
to spend . money on prolonging a life
which at best could not »e greatly, if
at all, productive. when the same money
might improve the condition of a po-
tentially profitable life.

Nature, however, thus interpreted, is
not the only factor to be considered.
Humanity demands attention, and it is
a large part of the mission and the func-
tion of humanity to oppose and to over-
come nature, or at least such phases of
Perhaps

to say that humanity itseif is a phase
of nature, and that ifs care for the aged
is just as natural as their neglect or de-

struction which elsewhere prevaiis. We |
| are pot inclined
the

to think that man is
less a part of nature than the wolf,
or that the civilized man is less a
part_of nature’s economy than the sav-
uge. If evolution he a law of nature,
the higher forms of life are as natural
as the lower, and it is the scheme of
nature that man shall be endowed with
instinets to which the woif and the
tiger gre stvangers. In that view of the
case the “natrral” argument for in-
humanity does net prevail.

Nor are we sure that the utilitarian
argument is more valid. Moral qualities
and traits count in the long run for
pecuniary profit. The state of society
which is produced through civilization
and cultivation and the development of
the finer instincts of man affords =a
more promising field for growth in
wealth than that which is rude and
harsh and savage. It pays to be hu-
mane. We have, of course, no Idea that
the lecturer whom we have quoted
meant or desired to have his suggestions
literally acied upon. But it is perbaps

well to guard from the outset against
even the least misapprehension or im-
proper application of his remarks. The

MARTIAN “CANALS."

One of the astronomers who improved
the exceptional opportunity for the
study of Mars afforded by the nearness
of that planet to the earth last autumn
was M. Antoniadi, director of an ob-
servatory in Paris, who employed the
great glas® at Meudon, France. A sum-
mary of the conclusions to which his
latest observations have led him was
supplied to cur Parls correspondent a
few days ago and was printed in Mon-
day’s Tribune, In estimating their value
it should be borne in mind that M. An-
toniadi is an honored member of sev-
eral astronomical societies, and also that
he made use of the largest telescope in
Europe, an instrument of far greater
magnifying power than the one at the
disposal of Schiaparelli, the first ob-
server of the so-called “canals.”

The most important announcement
of the Meundon observer is that these
puzzling lites are not continuous, but
break up into spots of irregular shape
and distinctness when the condition of
the earth’s atmosphere is most favorable
to serutiny. He also pronounces an
optical illusion the network of mark-
ings on the planetary surface which
Professor Lowell has deseribed. Ko faint
are the strange markings in question
that more than one professional star
zazer has regarded them as unreal, but
the genuineness of some of them_ has
been put beyond dispute by photog-
raphy. For that particular service a
large measure of credit is due to Pro-
fessor Lowell. The most vital problem
to be solved, however, relates to their
nature. If, as M. Antoniadi reports,

they consist of detached areas, there is :
good reason for rejecting the supposition |

that they arve artificial waterways and
for hesitating to believe that they are
belts of vegetation, made possible by un-
seen canals. A lack of continuity in the
lines would be fatal to the first of these
theories, if not to the s cond.

| bretbren are equalily outspoken . in their

skepticism. Others, for one cause or
another, are more reserved. but Pro-
fessor Towell stands almost alone in
his interpretation. In the .nétion that
other celestial bodies than the earth are
abodes of life there is a nleasing fas-
cination, but before adopting it in any
particular instance it is fair to demand
scientific proof. So long as that which
has been offered in regard to Mars fails
to convinece any considerable number of
astronomers, the uninitiated may well
he skeptieal.

THE REMOVAL OF SNOW.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: There is no legitimate reason why
the snow sheuld not be shovelled into the
sewers. There are alwavs several man-
‘holes in every block, and theére is no reason
why these manhole covers should mot be
removed and the snow shovelled through
these openings. The temperature of tho
sewers varies between 50 and- 8 degrees;
therefore, the snow woild melt almost as
fast as it was shevelled in, and what little
did not melt would be carried away by the
natural flow of water through the sewers
to the river.

There may perhaps be a few sewers which
it would not be advisable to use this way,
but the Street Cleaning Department could
get the location of these from the Highway
Department.

When MecDonough Craven was
Cleaning Commissioner he tried this method
of snow disposal, and found it worked ad-
mirably, but was stopped by some foolish
ordinance or bylaw in the charter, which
was evidently inserted for the benefit of
snow grafters

I feel sure the present Commissioner
would like to use this method of snow dis-
posal if legally allowed to do so. In my
opinion. the proper method of doing this
would be to start the gangs of men shovel-

| ling into the sewers on the pringipal ar-

teries of travel just as soon as the snow

commences to fall, and keep them going as |

long as it continues to snow; then those
arteries will be cleaned as soon as the snow
stops falling, and the men can be turned
into other streets.

This would not only effect a great saving
in the cost of snow removal, but would
also be of great benefit to the public on
account of removing the snow blockade in
much less time than by present methods.

READING MADE EASY.

Sir: Several commuters on the Lacka-
wanna railroad who are in business in
Wall Street have requested me to draw
your attention to a recent improvement on
the Lackawanna raiiroad that is gratify-
ing to all who travel on that line—the mod-
ernization of the lighting of the trains
throughout the system. The work extended

through several months, and has resulted |

in giving light that enables all to read in
any part of a car as well as if seated under
a library light at home. One resuit from
this modernization of the lighting service
is told by a director of the largest news
company in the country, a commuter who
resides at Morristown, N. J. He states
that the improvements in lighting on the
Lackawanna. the Pennsylvania, the Central
of New Jersey and several other railroads
that serve the suburbs of New York have
brought about a very large increase in the
sales of newspapers, magazines and other
printed matter at  ferry and railroad
stations. Oculists who formerly advised
their patients not to read while travellinz
in the cars now say that the most of the
cars used in suburban service hereabouts
are more scientifically lighted than the
most of the mansions of the wealthy in the
same districts. There are now in our coun-
try forty-nine thousand passenger cars on
steam roads that are lighted by the most
advanced methods of compressed gas and
electricity. The roads that serve the
New York suburban districts are ex-
pending more money for lighting than is
spent for trains de luxe {n Europe. The
doubling of the population in the suburban
districts about New York within fifteen
vears has made it possible for the steam
roads t¢ expend enormous sums in the bet-
terment of roadbeds; for longer, heavier
and well bonded rails; for high cost passen-
ger coaches, that are better than the best
parlor cars of a few years ago, and other
improvements that are pald for out of the
liberal revenues derived from the suburban
busines$# in passengers and freight. The
zone of New York to-day Is doing 28 per
cent of the steam railroad business of the
nation, and the business is growing rapidly
—mainly because of the recent accelera-
tions of suburban passenger and freight
trains. © The increase in velocity of the
gteim passenger trains that serve the sub-
urban business of New York during five
years has added time to the commuter's
work in New York that is the equivalent
of three days of eight hours each a month.

T did not mean to inflict a long letter
upon you, I am an investigating engineer
whose chief business is the physical valua-
tlon of railroads, and in this work 1 pick
up a good deal of matter like theo fore-
going. Your Commuters’ Column has made
a big hit with solid men on the roll of the
big army of commuters, and from such I
got the hint to drop these lines to the good
old Tribune, which seems to be a prims
favorite among the commutaers,
