DREAD OF DRIVERS.

Joe Matson Tells of Terrors
in Racing Cars.

Joe Matson, winner of the Indiana and
Massapequa trophies, was talking the other
day of the trials and tribulaticns of the
automoyile racer.

“The public knows a lot about the acci-
dents which befa)l racing drivers,” said the
well known Chalmers-Detroit pilot, “but it
knows very little about the ‘inside’ of race
driving. The accidents are the least of the
triale. I never think ef the danger of acci-
dent when I enter a race; mishaps are

never afford to think. But the grind is a
thing many a driver fears.

“I have driven some hard races; I've
heard much about the terrors of lots of
courses, but the hardest race I ever drove
was at Denver. The ‘hairptn’ of the Van-
derbilt course, the dangers of Brigrcliff, the
serpentine curves of the Lowell course are
nothing to the terrors of that Denver
course,

“The day I dreve there the course was a
sea of mud. There were places where the
water came to the hubs apd there were
other places where the sticky alkall mud
clung like glue. There were a dozen times
in that race when I would have welcomed
an accident—~] was so utterly exhausted.

“Afterward I climbed into a bath and
went sound asleep. When ! awoke every
bone in my body ached. My ribs were as
scre as though they had been hammered,
my back ached !lke a toothache, my arms

my head and my hands were covered with
blisters on the inside. For nearly a week
[ was swathed in bandages from my waist
to my neck and for two deys I could eat
110 solid food.

“Such experiences are the trials of race
| ¢riving. TI'll take my chances on accidents,
| but the physical terror of that awful sore-
ness sometimes almost gets my nerve.”
