—Dis-
patches received here describe the en-
sagement which took place between the
insurgent forces, under General Mena,
and the government troops. In an of-
ficial dispatch, General Mena savs that
he defeated six hundred of the enemy,
commanded by General Garrida, 8 Gua-
tep:alan. at Las Garitas, which is mid-
way betwneen La Libertad end Juigalpa.

YWhen the quarrel between Woodrow Wil-
gon, president of Princeton University, and
a large percentage of the alumni is stripped
of “hot air.” #5 one graduate put it last
night, it is reduced to a fear on the part
of the alumni that President Wilson will in-
fluence the trustees to reject the gift of
$500,000 from Willlam Coeper Prector for
the graduate scheel, and an additional
$500,080 rgised among the alumni and friends

cause of the conditions impesed.

The oniy cenncctien the present question
has with Dr. Wilson's adveeacy of the
“quad’ systemn (WO YVEArs or sSo ago, it was
explained. iz that the same efficers and
friends of Princeton whe backed him up
in that project arc supporting him in his
present stapd. [t may be said, also, that
the same forccs who oppesed the estab-
lishment of the “quad’ system oppaese ihe
president's position with regard to the
Proetor gift. They comprise, se graduates
say, the greater part of the alumni.

Three eor four Iears ago Mrs. Themas
Swann. the widow of a former Governer of
Maryvland. died, leaving her residuary e€-
tate, ampunting to about $0.080, to estab-
lish a graduate scheol at FPrinceton,
the universitwgrevpds, - Her idea in_aft
ing the latter condition was to insure t
erection of buildings and not the buying
land with her moner. A sile for the
schocl was therefore chosen on the
campus, but this action fimmmediately
arcused oppesition because many alumui
contended that the particular spot chosell
pould crowd the zraduate scheal beyend
pessibility eof growth and might make
necessary alse thes remeval ef the presi-
dent’'s house, which is an old landmark.

So Mr. Procter offered hig $500,600 on the
condition that the graduate schovl be built
off the eampus. The best available gite on
university greund, Princeten alumni =ay,
is on the zolf links acress the railroad
frem ihe campus, and it is here that those
opposed (¢ Tr. Wilsen wish the scheal es-
tabjished. They say that the executers ef
Mrs. Swann's estate have all signified their
approval ef the golf links site and that
eminent lawyers bave said it fulfiled the
conditiens of her will. But President Wil-
son, they declare, is unalterably opposed 1o
it and in favor of the campus site orig-
inally chosen.

There seems 1o be & division of epinion
ameng the gradustes in this cily as to
whether the president oppeses the resi-
dentia]l character of the proposed scheel,
which was vigorously aitacked in an edi-
torial in a Wednesday morning paper. An
anonymeus statement from some alumnus,
whe says he is veolcing the sentiments of a
large group of ziaduates. aecuses D Wil
son of having written this editorial.

He paintg, however, to the president’s for-
mer advocacy of just this feature of
plans, and the fact that it would
applying to the graduate scheel the game
system which Dr. Wilson had
wished to establish in the undergraduate
department. One graduate said last night
that this residential feature was a part of
the plan for g graduate schoel on the cam-
pus, which the president favars.
