FUNERAL OF MISS ELLA DOHENY.
Miss Ella Doheny, chaplain of the Young

Women's Christian Association of the City
Of Now York, who died suddenly on Thurs-
day at her home. No. 37 Madison avenue,
was burl* i yesterday. Since IS"2 Miss
Doheny had been religious director, and.
since IsBB, chaplain of the association. The
Bible class of the association is the product
of her untiring devotion and constant care.
Beginning with a membership of seven in
1572. It has grown to an enrolment of 1,279.

In her first connection with the associa-
tion in ISI-, Miss Doheny was librarian,
and held, a general secretary's position, but
in more recent years the religious, relief
pntl summer recreation work has engrossed
her time. Her death has withdrawn a
most unusually devoted worker from the
association ranks.

STRIKE VOTE IN MEXICO.
Mexico City, Feb.' 6.—On the eve of the

counting of ballots cast during the last
week by American conductors and engi-
neers in the service of the National Rail-
way of Mexico on the Question of resigning
on a given date, in view of the refusal of
the railroad to grant their recent requests,
it is considered practically certain to-night
that more than the necessary two-thirds
majority in the affirmative will be the re-
sult.

Basing Franchise Tax on Set

Earnings Difficult.
Albany. Feb. 6.—The annual report of the

Slate Board of Tax Commissioners goes
to the Legislature to-morrow night. It

contains much information as to the
workings of the specif franchise tiLS law

and many suggestions are made in con-

nection with th** recent court decisions and

other developments affecting the law. The
report says:

Owing- to the vigorous and well directed
efforts of the Attorney Genera fcJD-

BtanUal progress has i>oen made smee our
last annual report hi trie collection 01 un-
paid special franchise taxes. During the
year 6t>4 contested valuations made i>y tn:*

board have been
-- • . these valuations

amounting to K>\(£SJSO&. Despite the good
record made ia.-i year, however, there
were in litigation on January 1. c this
rear. 1,445 valuations, amounting to J1.10y.-
150.62L Since that dat« » considerable
number of these cases have betn disposed

of. resulting in a substantial reduction in
the total quoted. We- are advised that in
the fertbeoming report of the Attorney
General the later and corrected \u25a0cares will
be given.

Having in mind the recent decision of

the Court of Appeals, involving ihe special

franchise assessment of the Jamaica Water-

works Company, the state board calls the

attention of the Legislature to many
phases of franchise fixation. Tie report
points out some .-•-. the diSiculties in tho
way of basing the special franchise tax on
the net earnings of public service corpora-

tions. In this connection it says:
All agree that in arriving at net earn-

inrs the operating expenses must be de-
ducted, yet we ail know that "operating
expenses" is an Mastic term, and ti;ey are
capable of being manipulated even to the
extent oi vripiag out ail net earniues 11

allowed without restricMsH or limit.
The question t)ien presented is. What is

the proper sura to be allowed for these
expenses In tne given ta.-e? Again. tn<j

burdens imposed upon the franchise by t»e
municipality granting it are frequently so
great as to materially affect its value, and

sro known to exist where these bur-

»ien> are so great as to practically destroy
it- value as an earning proposition.
In most of thvae- cases the Bet earnings

rule is valuable ie $ test, but more often
thai otherwise deceptive and unreliable as
a Used standard of ascertaining value
whoa practically the only information is
to be obtained from corporate reports made
to this board. The court recognise* these
conditions in hoiaing that no fixed rule
or method is required to be followed in
making these valuations.

SITUATION IX NEW YORK.
Referring to the situation in greater New

York the report say*?

la New York City there is a well regu-
lated system and schedule of rates for tiw
granting of these priviiecres. which, a? a
1 lie, represents a value very much higher
than the valuations fixed by this board
In the case of street surface railroads in
that city there is a provision of the rail-
rcad law, existent for many years, which
;>recludes the granting of such franchises
eicept upon condition of the payment of
o per cent of the gross earnings tor tho
• rsl five years of its existence and 5 per
cent of such _\u25a0--.- earnings thereafter,
and corporations are apparently willingand
unxious to accept these grants on that
basis.

)t may be instructive, by way of illus-
tration, to point out the consequences

porations, which Is substantially all the
information upon the subject of net earn-
ings this board can obtain, it will --':\u25a0'
wipe out the snc-cial franchise valuations
in New York City in respect to street sur-
face railroads, where these franchises are
supposed tv he. and doubtless are, of very
substantial value.

After calling attention to the fact that

local ass-iFsors have no uniform method
of tiding corporation property, the report
urge* consideration of the question as to

whether the time ha«= not come when all
of the property <\u25a0\u25a0• the public service cor-
porations Fhould be asseesed by the state
board, the same a< Is now being done with
that part of corporation property which is
located In the streets and publicplaces. It
would seem only a natural step forward.
the board observes, similarly to place the
duty of assessing the property of these
corporations wherever located.

To do away with the confusion often
caused by present methods the state board
recommends that all real property assess-
ments should be in^de against the prop-
erty itself, and rot against individunl^-
In this way it is believed the chances of
any property escaping Its Just share of
tax burdens would be minimised.

The board again recommend? the repeal

of Section 10 of the tex law, in order that
property may be assessed In whatever tax
district it lie-, regardless of tax district
lines or the place of residence of the own-
v.. The board also recommends that the
Legislature establish a uniform system of
equalization, to l>e followed by all boards
of i»uperv»~ors. with a view to ending the
in;v:^!; which prevail under the present
methods.

Cheap Gems, Artificially Colored,
Found in Maiden Lane.

Black opals, colored artificially, ap-
peared in the Maiden Lane district last
week, and since the use of natural black
opals has been the special jewelry fad of
the present season, the influx of the imi-
tation ban awakened much discussion
among dealers.

Heal black opals are all said to come
from a small patch of land at Lightning
Ridge, in New South Wales, and the in-
creasing demand of the last year has more
than doubled the prices. Fine specimens
sell for more than $100 a carat, and some
of them cost as much as diamonds of the
same size. Inferior opals in gray, yellow
or brown may be obtained for a few cents
a carat, so there is a bigprofit to be made
in coloring them black, especially as the
process is said to ha simple and cheap.

Authorities say that artificially colored
opals were first told twenty years ago.
when the stones were sold as rare gems,
no real black opals having been discovered
id that time. The imitations brought high
prices at the time, but the fraud was goon
uncovered, for the gems invariably broke
into chips and splinters without any ap-
parent cause.

FAKE BLACK OPALS ARE HERE,

"Ifa single bill of this sort should be
enacted into law It would be notice to th-:
ity of New York that it could never pro-

vide for public Improvements «in the as-
sessment plan without incurring the dan-
ger later of being compelled to pay out of
the general treasury the entire cost of the
improvement. Manifestly, it will then be
unsafe for the city to make any improve-
ments on the assessment plan. This? is all
the more Important because under a
statute passed last year the city of New
York Is new enabled to provide for rapid
transit subways to be paid for by assess-
ments upon the property benefited."

Through Joseph O. Hammitt, secretary,
the Citizens Union baa tiled with the As-
sembly Cities Committee a protest against
the bills. The argument is made that this
i« a matter purely for New York City to
decide, and any interference by the Legis-
lature would be unwarranted and would
deprive local officials of proper control oi
a local situation.

"The enactment of either one of these
bills," says Mr. Hammitt. "would be par-
ticularly disastrous in its effect on the
treatment of public improvement matters
in New York City. The public improve-
ments referred to in these bills were au-
thorized by the Board of Estimate and
Apportionment with the understanding
that a portion of the expense should be
paid by the property owners within areas
particularly benefited. When demanding

the Improvements the property owners
within the area benefited have Indicated
in public hearings and otherwise their will-
ingness to pay assessments; and because
of this attitude of the property owners the
Board of Estimate and Apportionment has
teen enabled to show greater liberality In
•authorizing such improvements than the
limits of the city's funds would otherwise
permit.

Striking proof of the position of a large

part of the Brooklynltes who desire new
subways is afforded by an extract from
a. memorandum of ex-Mayor McClellan in
vetoing last year a bill fathered by the

so-called Cassldy committee to prevent the
issuance of assessment bonds. He sail
thai If he should approve that bill It
would take away one of the methods sug-
gested to provide for the financing of bet-
ter railroad facilities. Ho continued:
"Ihad before me at this public hearing

on the rapid transit amendments a repre-
sentative of several civic bodies In the
Borough of Brooklyn, who pleaded with

me to retain the assessment bond theory
In the rapid transit amendments, as the
citizens of that part of Brooklyn which he
represented urged the building of a road
Cor their convenience for which they were
more than willingto pay by local assess-
r* ent bonds."

The bills under consideration are not un-
important in themselves aside from the
possibility of their holding up subway build-
in?. One would require the city to refund
about a million dollars. This was Intro-
duced by Senator Crcnin and Assembly-
man O'Connor. It provides that one-third
or the expense of constructing a trunk
sewer draining practically all the eld town
of Flatbusb and parts of old Brooklyn.
Flatlands and New Utrecht shall be borne
by the city, and directs the. refund of one-
-third of the assessments already paid. This
sewer was built in 190S-'GS. It cost the city
more than $3,000,9>X\ of which sum nearly
$500,000 was assessed to the city because of
Prospect Park and the parade ground.

There had been paid in assessments up to
March lo of last year approximately $1,-
800,000!.

The second bill was Introduced by Sen-
ator Alt and Assemblyman Lachman and
provides that the total expense of opening
Railroad avenue, from Fairfield avenue to
Atlantic avenue, in Brooklyn, shall be
borne by the city and assessments on
property benefited be refunded. The total
assessments on this improvement were
some ?72,000, most of them la amounts un-
der m.

Bills Might Hequire City to
Pay Full Cost.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.
Albany. Feb. 6.—lftwo bills now pending

before the legislature become law It will
be almost impossible, in the opinion of
some persons here, ftor New York City to

begin the* building of new subways on the
assessment plan. These measures, both of
which originated in Brooklyn, where the
demand for new subways on the assess-
ment plan is keen, provide for the refund
by the city of assessments on property

benefited by other public improvements.

The argument is raised against these
measures that Ifthey were passed a prece-
dent would be created under which the
city might be required at any time to pay

the full cast of public improvements made
on the assessment plan. Naturally, under
those conditions the city authorities would
be unwilling to take up subway building
op. the assessment plan, though permitted

to do so now by law.
