THE PRINT CLOTH MARKET.
[By Telegraph to The Tribune]

Pall River, Mass., Feb. 13.—There was
a Blight improvement noted in the print

cJoth market last weak, although trading

is still i!! an unsatisfactory state. The
.sales for the week are estimated at 120,000
pieces, of which about 40,009 pieces were
futures and the rest spots or nearby de-
liveries. A greater amount of business
could have been dons had manufacturers
been willing sellers, but they "refuse to

trade at any great distance ahead because
of The. condition of the cotton market.

There were sales of scattering lots of
both narrow and wide goods, some at Quo-
tations of about an eighth of a cent below
current prices. Manufacturers are deter-
mined to maintain profitable prices, and
they are exerting every means in their
power to carry out their desire, and conse-
quently the requests of buyers for late
ehlpments at prices not agreeable to man-
ufacturers are turned down. The high cost

of cotton makes it imperative on the part
of mills to insist upon better prices for
their goods. It may happen that unless a
greater amount of business is done during
he next few weeks some of the mills will

be compelled to run on shorter tune, but
it is believed that conditions will continue
to improve, and the mills will bo so situ-
ated with orders that they will run
throughout the summer and fail.

Italians Form Committee to
Work Among Their Face.

Announcement was made yesterday of
the organization of a committee of promi-
nent Italians for the prevention of tuber-
culosis among the people of their race in
New York City. Influential Italians have
long ff-it the need of coming to the aid of

their less fortunate countrymen because
the great change in conditions and envi-
ronment which the immigrant Italians
face In coming to this country from the
open air life on the farms of Italy to the
congested tenements and work in subways,

tunnels and mines makes them easy vic-
tims to the ravages of the "white plague."

The committee has for chairman Lloyd

C Grificom. form* American Ambassa-
dor to Italy. The vice-chairman is Dr.
••••.- president of the Italian
Medical Society, rice-president of the So-
ciety for Italian Immigrants and rector

of the Morgagni Tuberculosis Clinic of the
Italian Benevolent Institute.

This committee plans to divide the Ital-
ian colony into districts, to disseminate In-
formation concerning tuberculosis through
circulars nd pamphlets, mid. through the
distribution of an attractive Venetian
[.\u25a0•;-<\u25a0\u25a0. inform the Italians In each district
of the nearest tuberculosis clinic. This
committee expects to undertake a cam-
paign For the better ventilation of the
homes and workshops of the people, to

famish weekly press service to tlie Italian
newspapers, to establish lectures, illus-
trated with Btereopticon slide*-, before the
Italian churches, clubs and labor organi-

zations: to hold -tuberculosis exhibitions
in the heart of the Italian colony, .such as
is now going on in the Fifth Avenue Build-
ing, and to pursue investigation into the
peculiar needs of the Italian tubercular
poor— the establishment of special clinics,

the appointment of Italian physicians and
nurses, etc.

FIGHT TIREUCI'LOSIS.

As to the exact mission of Senor An-
derson, the Minister of Foreign Affairs
says it is in connection with the boundary
question between Costa- Rica and Panama.
The matter is to be arbitrated, but the
arbitrators have not yet been chosen. It
is hoped that one of the justices of the
United .States Supine me Court willconsent
to serve.

The Costa Ricans. however, were inquis-
itive enough to ask the government to
what purpose Sefior Anderson .was draw-
ing $1,000 a month In Washington, when
there was already a minister plenipoten-
tiary at the American capital, and partic-

ularly at a time hen Costa Rica's finances
\u25a0were in bad shape. Honduras, made anx-
ious by the statement of the Mexican Min-
ister at Tegucigalpa that Mexico and the
United States had agreed to carry out the
'^deration idea, also wanted to know some-
thing official from Costa Rica.

Minister Guardia has at last yielded to
the various inquiries, and his statement
will quiet all those who displayed appre-
hension. He made the statement that
Senor Anderson had no diplomatic powers
relative to the Central American "mix-
up," as the government had given him no
instructions on the subject. Minister

Guardia says also that the report about
the federation in Honduras is only the
groundless opinion of the Mexican Min-
ister.

Costa Rican Minister Explains
Andersons Presence.

The latent advices from San Jos*. Costa
Rica, brine the official announcement that

Luis Anderson, former Minister of Foreign

Affairs of Costa Rica, who has been In

Washington several weeks on a special and

secret mission, has not been authored by

his government 'to take any part in th

Xlcaraguan imbroglio. Nor has he been in-

structed to seek \u25a0 federation of Central

American republics, a* has been reported

to bo one of his missions.
The disclaimer is made in behalf of Costa.

Rica by Fernandez Guardia. Minister of
Foreign" Affairs, and is an unusual official
document. . produced under extraordinary

circumstances. S. Bar Anderson has been in

Washington on a mission which until now

was a secret* even to his own countrymen.

The reports went out that ho was Costa
Rica's special emissary in connection with

the Xicaraguan situation, and also to rep-

resent his country's view relative to a con-

federation. Senor Anderson did not trouble
to deny these reports, so they grew in their
ramifications.
