PARLIAMENT OPENS

MAKING PROGRAMME.

Budget and Veto RBill M ay Be
Imtroduced Together.

[By Cable to The Tribune.]
London, Feb. 15 —Black Rod's little

prologue, followed by the eleciion of the
Speaker and the exchange of stately
compliments, was witnessed by languid
groups of members on both gides of the
House of Commons.

The two measures cannot he passed
concurrently, as one may be forced
through the House of Commons at high
pressure as a matter of high privilege,
since the gencral electorate has sanc-
tioned it, while the other will occupy
the greater part of the sesgion; but they
can be presented on the same day with
any declaration respecting guarantees
which the Prime Minister may feel at
liberty to make.

CUBA'S FINANCES.

Paid All Expenses and $6.000,-
000 on Her Debt.

Havana, Fab. 15.—Befior Pasalodos, secre-
tary to President (omez, gave out a state-
ment to-night @f the financial operations
ditring the firat year of the present ad-
ministration, The statement shows that
at the end of American intervention, Janu-
ary 28, 19, the government found only
$2.50,000 in the {reasury, to meet obliga-
tions of £12,000.000.

Since that time all expenses hava been
pald, although the present budget shows
an increase of $6,000,000, due to exterior
debts and the establishment of new of-
fices and departments created by the gov-
ernment of intervention, which became
effectlve upon the re-establishment of the
(Cuban government.

Notwithstanding this, $5,000000 has heen
paid of the $12,000000 owed by the govern-
ment, and there is 2 balance remaining of
32,500,000, The new budget for tha coming
fiscal year amounts to 329,620,531, which
compared with the estimated receipts
shows a surplus of $.159,148.

It is also shown that after deducting ex-
penses incurred by the establishment of
new offices and the first instalment due
on the $35.0M09 loan, the present budget
is lower by $700.000 than the one in force
during the last vear of President Palma's
administration.

Manchester Federation Concludes to
Extend the Period.

CHAMORRO'S  MOVE

LEAVES MATAGALPA.

Madriz Said to Have Refused

to Treat with Chamorro.

Managua, Feb. 15.—The forces of Presi-
dent Madriz have again taken possession
of Matagalpa, which on February 10 was
occupled by General Chamorro, one of the
insurgent leaders.

The bombardment of the city, which was
begun on Sunday night, after motification
had been given to the norni-combatants to
withdraw, was abandoned for some hours,
but it was begun again vesterday. The
government forces had heavy guns on the
hills, but the insurgents were without
means to reply at long range. Chamorro
therefore deemed it advisable to retreat,
and under the cover of darkness evacuated
Matagalpa at an early hour this morning.

(Generals Lara, Chavarria, Martinez and
Rivas, each of whom commanded sections
of the government {roops, reoccupled the
city at noen. Chamorro did not escape any
(nr; soon, as he was nearly surrounded by
the government forces, which had been
brought up as quickly as the condition of
the country would permit during the last
few days. .

General Chamorre, Wwith a force esti-
mated by the government as about eight
hundred, is reported to be moving toward
Managua by forced marches. (hamorro
passed Terrabona, twenty-four miles south
of Matagalpa, at 6 o'clock this evoning.
General Lara, with five hundred meii, is
in not pursuit, while General Ramirez,
with five hundred men, is marching to in-

| tercept him at Boaco. General Valle and

GGeneral Porto Carrero, each in command
of thres hundred soldiers, are making a
flanking mevement to Metapa.

General Chavarria is supporting General
T.ara, while General Rivas, commanding
the entire enveloping movement, is direct-
ing it from Matagaipa. Colonel Valdes,
with six hundred troops, left Managua to-
night to oppose Chamorro’s advance at
Tipitapa.

On the evacuation of Matagalpa General
Wasis and forty other wounded insurgents
fell into the hands of the government.
