Twenty-two New Cases in
Week Alarms Harlem.

Alarmed by the spread of th* typhoid

fever epidemic, from five cases ta twenty-

two within a week, residents of Wash-
ington Heights livingin th* afflicted dis-
trict, which runs from 143 dto 150th
street, sent a committee last night to

urge Register Max Grifenhagen. who

lives at No. 522 West 149th street, to use

his influence to bring about a better-

ment of the conditions which are be-
lieved to be responsible for the epidemic.

The committee told the Register, and
he agreed with them, that the streets in

the district were in an unhealthful con-

dition. They said that since the first
snowfall of the winter^the streets had

not been cleaned, and at the present time
they were filled from sidewalk to side-

walk with a mixture of snow. Ice and
filth that breeds disease. Dr. Ernst
Lederie, Health Commissioner, who lives

on the outskirts of the infected district.
at No. 471 West 143 dstreet, said that h«»

was conducting an investigation into the
causes of the epidemic, and that h» would
do everything possible to put a stop to
them.

Reports of graft in the sale of forest

lands to the state, of private use of state

lands and of timber thieving have been

afloat hero for several years. They never

could he run down. The payment of
large counsel fe<»s to legislators and
others in connection with land purchases

and other similar matters has been well
known. The ethics of this might have,

been questionable, but there never was

any particular question of its legality.

At present the Forest. Fish and GBdSM
Commission has its own counsel to

handle necessary legal business, and, like,

other state departments, calls on tho
Attorney Genera) for legal services.

Both Mr. Clark and Mr. Austin took
the oath of office to-night, and were at

work until after midnight on prelimi-

nary examination of documents and
books.

This investigation probably will so
back to the time of Governor Black, un-

der whom, in 1897, the state first began

to purchase forest lands. It will be car-
ried on until, there is not one proper
question left unanswered, and any book",

papers or witnesses necessary will be

examined. Itis altogether probable ihat

the sessions of the commissioners after

some preliminary work will be public.
The announcement of this Investiga-

tion, which was precipitated by the re-

vival of stories that Senator Jotham P-

Allds, as counsel for the old Forest Land
Purchasing Board, had received fees of

more th*n $15,000 in five years, in the
course of which he gave his approval to

the purchase of land with alleged ques-

tionable titles, has created a veritable

sensation. Predictions are made freely

that the work of the investigators will

disclose material laden with interest,

even sensational Timothy L. Woodruff
was chairman of the Forest Land Pur-
chasing Board from !»7 until it was

abolished, in 1902. Many eminent poli-

ticians served as counsel at one time or

another, among them Senator Allds and

ex-Senators Elon R. Brown. William W.

Armstrong, chairman of the committee
which investigated the insurance scan-
dals, and Merton E. Lewis, of Rochester.

NO CHARGES PRESENTED

It is understood that Speaker Wads-

worth expressed to the Governor his

desire that there be such an investi-
gation. The Speaker now is chairman
Of the land board. No formal charges

of any nature have been presented.

None are necessary, as the Governor

has full power to make such an inves-

tigation personally or through deputies

at any time. No secret is made of the

fact that the present state of public

feeling determined the Governor to

have everything subject to the least

question opened to the light.

The state has spent, roughly, about

$3 500,000 to acquire forest lands in the

Ad'irondacks and Catskills, and holds now
about fifteen hundred thousand acres.
Governor Black first developed the pol-

icy of acquiring forest lands. This has

been one of Governor Hughes'* pet

Idea*, in connection with the conserva-
tion of the state's natural resources.
State Chairman Woodruff was first

chairman of the forest board. With

him served Charles H. Babcock, of

Rochester, who was a member of the

Forest. Fish and Game Commission,

and State Engineer Adams. With the

Roosevelt administration Edward A.

Pond, of Watertown. State engineer.

and De-Witt C. Middleton. of Water-

town. Forest, Fish and Game Commis-
sioner, succeeded Messrs. Adams and

Babcock'. When the forest board was

wiped out the acquisition of forest

lands fell to the lot of the land board.

James G. Wbipple, the present Forest,

Fish and Game Commissioner, had an

interview with Governor Hughes this

afternoon before announcement was
made Of this investigation He said to-

night that the investigation was very

proper and that he was glad that it was
to be made He said he would aid it in

every way possible. The Commissioner
said that since his appointment by Gov-

ernor Hißgins. in 10".'.. he thought there

had been purchased about two hundred

thousand acres of forest lands, at an

average price of about *5 an acre and

a maximum price of $7 25 an acre.

WOODRUFF AT ALBANY.

State Chairman Woodruff -was hero

to-night to attend a woman suffrage

meeting. When told about the land pur-

chase investigation he said he was very

glad the Governor was going into this

inquiry, as it would set at rest indefinite
suggestions.

.Mr. Woodruff said that under him the

state had spent some $2,000,000 for forest
lands, purchasing about four hundred
thousand acres. The highest price he.

could remember was $7 an acre for vir-
gin forest lands, while denuded lands

had been acquired for $1 50 an acre. He
thought the lands purchased during his

service as head of the board, if placed

on ihe market now, would bring about
$10,000,000. The state chairman said

that Senator Allds was merely one of
half a dozen title searchers and l^gal ex-

perts. He received fees which were not

large in consideration. of his work,' Mr.
Woodruff thought.

SENATOR DEPEW GUIDES SON.

PRESIDENT TO MACVEAGH.

Strong opposition had developed to the
publicity feature of the corporation tax

law, and President Taft and his advisers

have frequently conferred on the rjue?-

tionof reaching a basis of administration
of the act. The issue now is squarely

before Congress, and much interest is
manifested as to whether that body, in

effect, will re-enact the existing pub-

licity provision by granting the appro-

priation recommended. President Taffs

attitude and views on the subject are

expressed in the following letter to the
Secretary of the Treasury:

Th" White House,
Washington. February 15. 1910.

My I)par Mr.Secretary: On the ques-
tion as to the meaning! of Paragraph *> ot
the corporation excise law, in Section 38

of the tariff act of August 5, l? f'P. In&ye

very little doubt It seems to me that it
was Intended by Congress that the re-
turns, original and corrected, but not

the documents and evidence taken upon
investigation, should be open to inspec-

tion as are court records.
Iunderstand the difficulty that pre-

sents Itself to you, to wit, that Congress,
in the urgent deficiency bill of August ...
1909, appropriated $100,000 "for the ex-
penses of collecting the corporation tax."
and that it was assumed that this would
enable you to use a proper part of the
sum lor increasing your clerical and
other assistance needed to «ive the op-
portunity for the public inspection spe-
cifically provided in the act. It will re-
quire at least $50,000 properly to index

and display the returns of mor<' than
400,000 corporations, to house them In
room: convenient of access for the pub-

lic. and to provide clerks for the care and
custody of them under such conditions

It now turn.-- out. however, that by

Section 4 Of the act of August .',. ISS2,

the Secretary of the Treasury Is express-
ly prohibited from using any part of the
appropriation of $100,000 made, in the
words of the statute already quoted, for
the employment of persons within the
District of Columbia. In other words,

therefore, no appropriation exists with
which to make the returns of corpora-
tions a public record available for public
Inspection in any different manner from

that in which other internal revenue rec-
ords are public records.

Ii!my judgment the failure to make a
specific" appropriation for the purpose
was an oversight, due to the supposition
that the $100,000 might be applied in
part to the purpose under discussion, and

that it was, as already said, the intention
of Congress to make these records differ-
ent from the ordinary Internal revenue
records, and really subject to general
public, Inspection.

Hut with the situation as it is. nothing

remains to bo don.- except for you to

rtate the case to the House of Repre-
sentatives, where appropriation bills are
properly introduced, and to BUggest that
if the construction, which seems to me to

be the right one, Is to be carried into
execution, there must be an appropria-

tion' of $fAOOO for the specific purpose;
and with a further statement hat if no
such appropriation is made, the only

c urso open to those who arc executing

the law in the department will bo to
treat the returns as other internal rev-

while he construes the law to mean that
Congress purposed to have th" returns

lection of the tax for the payment of

persons within the District of Columbia.

Senator Conger also swore that he was

approached regarding the highway legis-

lation, which figures in the AUds bribery

case, by Assemblyman Louis Bedell.

Bedell was chairman of the Assembly

Railroads Committee in the "old days.'*

He was. with Senator Goodsell. the in-

troducer of the group of railroad grab

bills, so called, which kept New York

stirred up for several years.

To add spice to the situation, counsel

for the accused Senator read into the

record to-day a letter written by Senator

Conger, calling on a certain company to

give -practical assistance" to pass a cer-
tain bill which he termed a "fine thing"

for concerns in this especial line of busi-

ness. Itis said that Senator Allds was

connected with this company. Also, the

AUds lawyers brought out the fact that

several bridge companies in which Con-
ger was interested had been indicted and

convicted of criminal conspiracy -in

Massachusetts.
TVhile the Allds-Conger controversy in

the Senate thus was disclosing bit by bit

the material for the general investigation

which is to come. Governor Hughes in

the Executive Chamber was preparing

the announcement of his investigation of

forest land purchases. And also there

was under way. it isunderstood— nothing

definite is being said about itnow—

aration for an investigation of the al-

leged printing ring, which receives large

sums of money from the state annually.
