Arbitration Proposal.

The committee of ten issued a state-
ment to-night in which they submit a
new form of arbitration to end the
strike.

“i.et the Philadelphia Rapid Transit
Company reinstate all employes now on
strike to their old positions and let the
company then appoint one arbitrator
and we one. These two to he disinter-
ested parties. Let the two thus selected

to the dispute submit ail questions to
| the board. The decision of the majority

This proposition, it will be seen, in-
cludes recognition of the union, one of
the issues between the transit company
and its striking emploves.

S4YS JACOB SCHIFF.

Prof. Du Bois Says Aw:erica’s
Economic Future Is Dark.

The bearing of race prejudice on the!
economic future was a s'de of the broader
problem which most of tie speakers at the
iuncheon of the Republican Club vesterday
afternoon emphasized. Professor W, E. B.
Du Bois, of Atlanta University, the negro
economist, dwelt on the situation more
fully than the others, and his address was
characterized later by Jacob H. Schiff, the
banker, as “one of the best ecofiomic dis-
courses T have ever heard.”

But the race problem, which more par-
ticularly interested Mr. Schiff, was that in-
volving America’s relations with Japan and
China and the prospects of commercial ex-
ploitation of the East. Here was the great-
est difficulty that confronted the country,
he thought.

“1f a struggle is coming,” said he, *it is,
I am sorry to say—as I am a friend of |
, Japan and helped finance her armies—
| because Japan was victorious In the late
war. Russia, the enemy of mankind, and
Japan, have evidently one purpose, to keep
China a vassal state. If we are not care-
ful, if we don't shew the right statesman-
ship in defeating the purpose of Japam and
Russia, we shall be drawn into the con-
flict.” '

Judge Mayer Sulzberger, of Philadelphia,
the first speaker, had already dealt with
the Eastern question, predicting that soon
commercial supremacy would rest with the
nations bordering the Pacific. “‘The Yellow
Peril”” was not something to arm agalinst,
to meet with hostility, in his opinion, but
rather a situation which should be mitl- |
gated by the “right spirit” of cosmopolitan- |
ism. He said of the Asiatics:

“While you may approach them with l!le}
maxim that® we are Caucasians and that|
they are merely yvellow men, vet it has|
never been demonstrated in history that |
seven or eight hundred millions of human
beings would accept a syllogism that 1nured§
to their prejudice, no mattgr how true it;
might be.

In the end four hundred men |
are going to throttle one hundred. If there}
is to be a fight the brute force of numbers
will alwars conquer in the end."

Professor Du ‘Bols started with a ques-|
tion: Does race prejudice come into the!
realm of practical politics? . !

‘““Race prejudice is showing its influence |
in America to-day,” said he, “in the rise

of the country where reason, when applied

to this subject, has no standing. These are !

| the weak spots in this democracy, and just
as disease settles 1n the weak spots of a |
man’'s body, so the political disease of this
country is going to settle in the South.

“But we are going to have economic dif-
ficulties even greater than the political dif-
ficulties, There are growing up in the|
South to-day two competing groups of|
laborers, one enfranchised and the other |
not. The second group is becoming more
and more efficient as a competing force. It
is almost time for the unscrupulous poli-
tician, the demagogue, to step in and for
his own purposes set these two groups by
the ears. The capitalist. too, by saying
| that he will employ black labor because
it is practically as efficient as white and
| less expensive, will also one group
against the other ! bitter destructive war-
fare.

as the family physician on December 18
excited her. and suddenly she branched
off into the wooing of her daughter by
the physician.

“Dr. Hyde married my daughter for
money and not for love,” she said €x-
citedly. “He followed her like a hawk
would follow a hen. She was his pros-
pective prey.

“At last, despite my objections, they
were married. I tried then to make a
man of him. 1 wanted to give my
daughter an.opportuniy to peform him.
To the end of introducing him to our
circle of friends, I gave a reception and
placed him In the receiving line.”

Here Mrs. Swope's emotions overcame |
her. Tears flowed. She choked and for|
a moment was unable to speak. Wikh |
a struggle she rose partly out of her;
chair. Summoning her strength, she al-
most shrieked:

“And every moment of the time that
he was standing there he was planning
the murder of members of my family.”

Almost exhausted after this speech,
the aged woman sank into her chair.
And then, as she rested, thoughts of her
daughter, Mrs. Hyde, came to her.
When she resumed talking it was in de-
fence of her child.

“Frances is a dear, pure girl, and T
have never said anything against her,”
she said. “T love her, and none can say
hard of her.”

Repeatedly Mrs. Swope's attorneys at-
tempted to silence her, but her advisers’
words went unheeded.

“Harrowing as this may be to me, 1
must tell it all,”” she said. “T must ex-
plain how I feel toward Dr. Hyde and
why I feel that way. It is my story and
I will tell it all.”

To-day, as in her previous depositions,
Mrs. Swope was firm in her defence of
Chassez Hatred Chase Jordan, the negro
“herb doctor.” She testified that Luecy
Lee Swope took some medicine given
her by Jordan while on her way home
from New York with Dr. Hyde. It was
suggesf..ed that this might have contained
typhoid fever germs, as Jordan is now
suffering from typhoid fever himself.

“There were no germs in that medi-
cine unless it was placed there by some
one besides Jordan,”” she insisted. *“I
don’'t believe he has typhoid, as they say
he has now, either.”

The saddest feature of the entire ses-
sion came when Mrs. Swope told of the
death of her son, Chrisman Swope. She
wept several minutes, unable to speak
after she had begun her story of his
death.

Mort of the magistrates ravored tak-
ing steps to resent hereafter all publi-
cations confaining an alteration of the
facts or misquoting the magistrate to
light
bafore ihe public. A resolution was
passed appointing a committee of three

The purpose of the special meeting

was to take steps to uphold the dignity |
| of the police magistrates.

Twelve of the

sixteen members of the board were pres-
ent, Magistrates Crane, Finn, Moss and
O'Connor being absent.

President Barlow explained that fol-
iowing the publication of the statement
he communicated with Assistant District
Attorney Elder, who informed him that
the three charges had been made through
three letters received at his Brooklyn
office. He said Mr. Eilder had admitted
that no investigation had been made to
establish that the signers had used their
own names. Investigation later showed
that only one writer had used his own
name and that the other letters were
anonymous. District Attorney Whitman
told Magistrate Barlow that he had not
been informed officially of any charges
against @ member of the board.

The resolution submitted by Magis-

trate House follows:

Whereas, Tt has appeared in the public
press of the city of New York that after
the verdiot had been rendered in the case
of Magistrate Furlong. of the Second Divi-
sion, that Robert H. Elder, Esq.. Assistant
District Attorney of Kings County, publicly
stated that during the progress of the trial
of the Purlong case he had received certain
communications reflecting upon the honor
and integrity of three magistrates, one in
the County of Kings and two in the County
