manufactured by the Chartreuse Fathers!
to a rival concern under conditions which

the circumstances of the sale of the 1

Chartreuse for $10.0<V>. for which an-
other company had offered (1,000,000.

M. Berry, Conservative, followed up j
the assault of M Jaures by saying that j
it -was not astonishing that Du»z had j
robbed the state when the state had I
robbed the congregations.
