PUBLICITY IX CAMPAIGN AC-
COUXTS.

The House Committee on the election
of President, Vice-president and mem-
bers of Congress having reported favor-
ably a bill providing for the publication
of expenditures made by party commit-
tees engaged In electing Presidential and
Vice-Presidential electors. Senators and
Representatives, that measure should be
acted upon before the present session
closes. Elections for members of Con-
gress will be held this year in all the
slates, and it is advisable to have safe-
guards thrown about the expenditure of
money by party agencies. The national
committees of the various parties are
generally quiescent in a mid-term elec-
tion year, but the Republican and Demo-
cratic national organizations are repre-
sented by Congressional committees,
composed of members of the two
branches of Congress. These committees
circulate literature and often take in

active pan i*; the campaigns In the
closer Congress districts.

All the arguments in favor of pub-
licity for campaign expenditures in state
elections apply to the operations «»f
these two committees. In 190S, though
not compelled to do bo, the Republican
National Committee submitted to the
provisions of tiie New York state cor-
rupt practiced laws and published the
names of all the contributors to the
Presidential campaign, fund, with the
amounts contributed. The Democratic
National Committee also tiled a state-
ment of the contributions received by it,
giving the names of the larger contribu-
tors. I! will be equally In the public
interest if the Congressional committees
follow the precedent set a year ago by

the national committee!?. But to make
publicity more certain the passage of the
law suggested by the House committee
i- desirable.

THE GAIX FROM REGULATION.
President Brown of the New York

Central Railroad testifies as follows hi
his annual report to what has been, upon
t.li" whole, the one marked gain from
public regulation:

The relations of the road' with Its pa-
trons and the communities served by it
have been harmonious and pleasant. This
mutually satisfactory condition has
been fostered and encouraged by the ef-
forts «i tlie Public Servica Commission
in New York State and the Massachu-
setts Board of Railroad Commissioners
in composing and adjusting differences
which, handled with less wisdom and
moderation, might have resulted in se-
rious friction and controversy. The in-
lluence and the co-operation of these
commissions have been uniformly bene-
ficial to the road and have done much
to improve the service for the public.

There is little question that every-
where in this state the relations between
the public and the public service corpora-
tions have been vastly improved since
the passage of the Public Service com-
missions legislation. If the railroads
have any perception of the value -A
dwelling in amity with their patrons
they will be the last to wish to Bee this
legislation repealed. An era of good
feeling has been promote without the
Infliction of any hardship upon the cor-
porations. Fares and freight charges
have not been altered except in minor
cases. Unimportant differences have
been adjusted. Even in tins city, where
nothing of great moment could be ac-
complished from the nature of the cir-
cumstances for amelioration of condi-
tions, a great change has been brought
about in the temper of the public, and
In that of the public service managers,
too. The gain is mostly psychological;
but. then, the gravest phase of the pre-
vious situation was also mostly psy-
chological.

I
found no account of any arrests b'-hm
made under this ordinance.

Connecticut from a very early period has
been known as "the land of steady
habits." A man named Nichols, who

\u25a0 rected the iirsr gallows in Newark, in
1723, says he came from "the land of
steady habits." From my earliest child-
hood Ihave beard Connecticut referred to
as "the land of steady habits and wooden
nutmegs." This is another aspersion on
my native state vhat has no foundation In
fact. T had a lengthy interview with the
siat«* librarian, who Informed me that he
had never been able to 'md out when or
where the term, as applied to the state,
originated, but be was certaia that, there
never was a wooden nutmeg manufactured
in the colony or state.

It Belongs with the Mendacious Blue
Law Myth.

For instance, it was a violation
of the law of Connecticut to drive taster
than a walk on Sunday, but in Massachu-
setts it was a. punishable offence for a man
to kiss hie wife on Sunday, and in one of
the local histories of that state Irend an
account of a sea captain who returned
from a three-years' voyage on Sunday and
was met by his wife at th.* door, where
they kissed each other as the people were
on the way to church. The wife was de-
nounced as a bad woman and the husband
was severely punished.

That one solitary cause of possible
conflict is the desire for commercial
supremacy en the Pacific. Leaving Ger-
many and France and other countries
out of the question, with their vast in-
terest* then* and their great power, Mr.
Shaw's theory implies that Japan aims
at military ascendency over both Great
Britain ami America, which are now th"
chief Pacific powers. That is an ambi-
tion which far transcends, we believe,
the loftiest tiiuht of the most chauvinis-
tic SOU Of Nippon. It implies, more-
over, what we must regard as too great
a dependence of commercial progress
upon military; prowess. To n consider-
able extent, no doubt, a military marine
is desirable for the protection and pro-
motion of the commercial marine. Trade
decs follow the Hag. Bui so does rue
ting sometime* follow trade and the
merchant service may be as much .i

It must be regretted 'hat ex-Secretary
Shaw repeats the extravagant utterances
about Japan which recently became the
subject of international remark. That Is
riot because such things provoke un-
favorable comment at Tokio or else-
where, for whatever is well founded,
judicious and for the interest of this
country is worth saying, regardless of
foreign opinion, it is rather because th.>
things said are essentially incorrect and
Injudicious, it not absurd, and instead
01 being such as to promote the welfare
of the nation are likely to injure the
cause in behalf of which they arc osten-
sibly put forward.

It is certainly extravagant to a prepos-
terous degree to say, as Mr. Shaw is re-
ported to have said at Philadelphia hist
week, that "there Ls not a cause of war,
"except religious fanaticism, that his
"over existed from the dawn of creation
''that does no; now exist in an intense

"form between Japan and the United
"States." Wars have been caused by the
personal ambitions of sovereigns, by th<>
rivalry of contending claimants, by dis-
putes over boundaries, by aspirations id
gel rid ofoppression and misgovernment.
No man can pretend that any of these
causes now exists between this country

and Japan. Instead of all causes of
war save one being in intense existence,
there la only one which can sanely be
said to exist at all.

At last accounts from eight hundred
thousand to a million persons wen*
travelling daily In a subway said to have
be* n intended for only four hundred and
lifty thousand. As ibis remarkable
growth in traffic has been gradual, and
not abrupt, it should have been observed
by the Interborough company.

The ocean postal service as a whole is
more than self-sustaining. It has pro-

duced in the last four years an annual
profit exceeding $3,000,000. It is now
proposed merely to devote this annual
profit to resuscitating the South Amer-
ican and Asiatic service, giving to

steamers of the second class on those
routes a subvention equal to that given
to the first class steamers on the Euro-
pean routes, and to third class steamers
on the non-European routes the mile rate
which the law now allows to second
claw steamers. The present surplus of
$3,000,000 would be sufficient to meet
the enlarged expenditure on the new
South American and Eastern service.

No argument of economy and no dhin-
geriuons cry of subsidy can be raised
against so reasonable a business pro-
posal. The construction of the Panama
Canal and Ihe completion of the trans-
Andean railway will greatly alter the
conditions of postal communication to
the south of us. When the canal and
the trans- Andean railroad are in oper-
ation mall can be sent from either San
Francisco or Mew York via New Orleans,

Panama and Valparaiso to Buenos
Ayres in much shorter time than by any
other route. A postal service from New
Orleans to Panama has therefore be-
come of vital importance, and under the
Oallinger bill, as modified, it is provided
that the new rates of compensation shall
be given to vessels sailing to the isthmus
as well as to South America, the Phil-
ippines, Japan. China and Australasia.
Many other nations are already arrang-
ing to establish government-aided steam-
ship lines to the isthmus, aiming to put

their commercial interests in better
touch with the western coast of North
and South America. The United States
cannot afford to lajr behind in cultivat-
ing the trade which Is soon to he opened
up through the canal route any more
than it can afford to abandon mail ser-
vice across the Pacific and have its com-
merce with the Far East conducted
through alien ship companies.

As a measure of naval policy the Gal-
linger bill also deserves favorable con-
sideration. Itwould enlarge the naval re-
serve by the number of men and officers
for whom it would create employment,

and it would also put at the service of
the nation in case of war an additional
fieet of steamer- available as transports

or auxiliaries. A variety of rational in-
terests would be promoted by the pas-
sage of this measure, which has been re-

tarded so far only by a perverse or
obtuse misapprehension of its purposes
and character.
