This r»e!rijr so. It seem* to me that Sena-
tor Root, and those on behalf Of whom he
acted, were not only well within their right*

in *i!K'j*->ltint» for ;>arty leader .•. Mm BtaM
Senate the Senator who had been the Gov-
ernor'n riKht hand man, trnt that tht«y would
have been derelict l:i their duty If they hud
not done so. If the organization In the

state purposes to lead the party to de-
struction they cannot now hop* to avoid
responsibility.

Senator Hinman was defeated a* leader
in the Senate ostensibly upon as plea that
he had bolted the par caucus and that It

would be suicidal for th« organization '•>

make a man who bad done this the leader

Of the organization. The caucus which
Sc-nator Hiimian bolted was Mm caucus
which elected Senator Allds as leader of
the. Senate. The fact that Senator AHds
already has been obliged to retire from that
leadership, ana the uhappy trial that has

followed upon the ai tion of that CAUCWftj

mould make the plea ridicuious if it did
not evidently carry weight with a great
many men. This incident, however, serves
to define tl:» real controversy between the
Governor and the organisation. That con-
troversy is not at a!! between organization
and no organization.

Tlie Hinman-Green direct primary bill
differs from all other bills upon the subject

In making r.iost careful provision for the
maintenance of an effective party organi-

zation. What M stri'.eji to do Is to make
the party organization more responsible to

the popular will than th<- existing organi-
zation. Some of Mm strongest objections
which Ihave seen urged to the Hinman-
Given billare aaaM upon the very fact that
under it the political organization of th-
party would be likely to be more powerful

than 1: is no*

However this may be. Ny one who pre-
sents Governor Hughe* as mi: impractical
dreamer in politics, and as opposed to
strong party organization, either deceives
himself or is Httemptttig to d»-celve others.
It may be true that Governor Hughe* has
made little use of the existing organization
under It!present leadership Ifthis be so.
It ma- help to account for what seems to
many Republicans the utterly Irrational at-

tltcde of the organisation toward th* Gov-
ernor; for »t Is not lik» much ti» say, speak-
ing by and large, that th* organization, la-
stead of . (•-operating with the Governor,
who is the choice ot the party, lias done
everything possible to thwart him.

Ifthis attitude bo maintained to the end
of the chapter, it willcompel the party to
choose between tlie Governor and the pres-
ent leaders of th* organisation, and of the
outcome of such an iiwue there can be very
little dottht. Ttie party will be split In
two. and the fragments are likely to be of
very unequal si:-.*. All of the appeal from
constructive work willb«» on the side of Mm
Governor, and the organization will have
little to nhow. « 'ept that it has thwarted
the Governor when»-\er It could. Men may

differ as to the strength of this sort of
negative appeal to Mm Republicans ef the
State of New York; bat ordinarily the fut-
•ire |a riven hi',. the hand- of those who
form constructive policies, and net Into the
hands of those whose appeal for confidence
MaM upon their ability to obstruct.

The leader* of the party organisation will
be all!! further embarrassed by the fact
that, with an enormous Republican majority
in the state Senate. Senator Gradv, of Tam-
many lUli. has aaea a!i.'.ost as powerful
as th* Republican leader. ItH one of the
incidents that fill the breast of the honest
lleouhllcan with shame that on the even-
ing vvhrn Senator CoU» was chosen leader
of ihe \u25a0aaaa aaaaaai Urady was an ad-
mitted associate with prominent member-*
of the Republican organization in a gather-
ing which awaited t!M. result with til*deep-
est interest. When the news came of Sena-
tor Cohh1* election Senator Orudy Joined
with his Republican organization friends in
open rejoicln,.
