FIXED PEXALTY SOW.

Rule* for Reliability Contests
Promise Good Results.

The rr.ost important amendment to the
reliability contest rules of the American
Automobile Association for 1910 over those
of last year will be found In the adoption

of the fixed penalty schedule, which la ap-
plied ct the final examination of the cars
at the completion of a contest.
In this schedule each of th* essential

parts of a car is given a definite number
of points penalty for defective condition,

greater or less according to the. relative
Importance of each to the whole make-up

of the car and the condition in which «ueh
part is found at the finish of the contest.

The adaption of this schedule at once
does away with the somewhat uncertain
and Indefinite penalty of points in th« :•••
rules f»r time consumed and money value

of material used in placing a car in a safe

and satisfactory operating condition and
places each and every contestant on th«

came footing, with the name penalties ap-
plying to all for each defective and dam-
aged art which the contest may develop;

In oth.er words, it reduces the penalization

tcheme to af> marly as possible an exact

and known proposition, instead of an un-
certain and varying one.

The avoidance of work on a car after
final fxaraination and the calculation of
time cenrumed and fractional values of
material used enable a rapid determina-
tion of the relative merit*, of each of the
cars ani insures a hpeedy settlement of the

contest ofter the close of the last day's

run. Th* elimination of fractional penali-

zations also facilitates the announcement.. f the score of the cars at the end of each
day's run during a contest.

To determine the operating condition of a
car at the conclusicn of a contest tests of
brakes, clutch, transmission and motor are

provided for. with suitab'.e penalties for de-
fective • ration, as follows:
