PICTURE BUYING.

The temptation to assign a peculiar
| significance to the prodiglous sum real-
i ized at the sale of the Yerkes pictures is
easily resisted. It was a large collec-
tion, of considerable repute, containing
| many good pictures, and in view of the
leurrent craze for works of art it was
| natural that the bidding should run
'high. This seemingly exceptional lav-
| ishness in expenditure is really only the
logical outcome of conditions which have
long been obvious. There are only a
limited number of first rate works by
old masters in the world, and most of
these are permanently fixed in museums.
The few that get Into the market are
competed for by collectors with un-
limited purses, and hence prices soar to
a poiut which makes It fmpossible to
frame any rational scale of values. In
|order to preserve Holbein's “Christina
of Denmark™ and Velasguez's “Venas
and Cupid” for the National Gallery In
London it was necessary to raise the re-
spective sums of S350,000 and $225.000.
{ Only the other day Mr. Otto Kahn was
|repuru‘d to have paid half a million
for the Hals he has lent to the Metro-
| politan Museum. On Thursday night at
'the Yerkes sale a portrait of a woman
by the same master fetched $137,000.
Figures like these may break records,
but they establish no principle save the
one that in an age of luxury the man
lof wealth will get what he wants re-
| gardless of cost. If he cannot get exact-
Iy what he wants—say, an old master
of the highest rank—he will get the next
 best thing and still be indifferent to the
| price.

| There is, to be sure, a certain piquant

[ amusement to be derived from contem-
plation of these doings in the market
place. When “The Man with the
Sword,” that magnificent
 Willem Van Heythuysen by Hals, now

THE RETIREMENT BILL AGAIN.

To the Editor of The Tribune.

Sir: In addition to the excellent com-
munleationr by Captain A. W. Wright in
your issue of April 7 relative to the bill
now before Congress entitled “The Clvil
War volunteer officers’ retired list,” a
statement of a few relevant facts will be
of interest. It seems reasonable to believe
that a thoughtful consideration of these

facts will cause every patriotic citizen to |

favor the proposed lezislation.

First—In 18283 and 1832 Congress passed
bills which, besides ecaring proportionately
for all surviving enlisted men who served
in the Revolutionary War, provided a re-
tired list for all surviving officers #ad
granted full pay of their rank, the maxi-
mum pay not to exceed that of the captain.
This should have st this time the full force
of a valid precedent.

Second--To June 1, 199, Congress had by
five separate enactments retired 617 regular
army and navy officers with rank and pay
ene grade above that held by them, solely
on account of service in the Civil War.

Third-Nof one act has Congress passed
(except one of thanks) recognizing or re-

| warding the Civil War volunteer officers as

such.  Nevertheless, we who survive re-
member the following pledge made by the

government when the volunteers were

| called Into service at the heginning of the

war: “That the officers. non-commissioned

| officers and privates organized as above set

forth shall in all respects be placed on the
