A strike of the bakers 'in the large

bread bakery of Probst & Schomaeher. in
Heyward street, near Bedford avenue.
Williamsburg. jesterday afternoon caused
a large number of patrolmen to be hustled
out from the Clymer street station. The

bakers held a meeting in the morning in

the Labor Lyceum and decided to go out

on strike. The firm, which Is the largest

in Brooklyn, «as taken entirely by sur-
prise. It employs nearly fifty bakers at

the ovens alone, and of these more than

one-half went on strike. It was because
of the refusal of the others to join them

that trouble seemed imminent, and it was
thought necessary to have patrolmen on
iiand Last niglit the strike" was settled.
There were strikes inother large bakeries,

about one hundred and fifty men going
out, but In nearly every case the trouble
was 'settled. Many of the -mailer boss

takers went to th« Labor Lyceum and
there signed the agreement.

The strike in Tonkers. where four hun-
dred bakers are out. Is in charge of Inter-
national Organizer Charles inland, of the
union. In some of the large bakeries in
New York it was admitted that the em-
ployers were taken unaware. It was
stated at the Fleischmann bakery that
while there was some bread, th^ company
was unable to supply all the restaurants
\u25a0with their regular supply yesterday morn-
ing.

Reserve Supply Prevents Famine
as War Begins, ItIs Said.

Boston. May !.
—

The milk famine for

Boston predicted to' begin to day through

th«» determination of the farmers to with-

hold their milk unless Daid the winter prices
through the coming: summer season did not

take place, according to the claims of the
contractors. It had been asserted that

from 30.009 to ?•*>.ooo cans of eight bnd a,
half <-\)nrr* to the can would op withheld
by th« producers, beginning to-day. The
milk trains which \u25a0 arnc in early in tho
car brousrht many empty cans, but. on th«

other hand, there appeared to be the usual
mount of milk ready for the contractors

to turn over in the retailers, and from no
section of the city was heard any com-
plaint as to scarcity of milk.

The representatives of the producers ex-
plained this to-night by stating that th«»

contractors had put into circulation milk
which had been collected previously and
pasteurised or otherwise preserved The
effect will not be felt, the producers say,

until the limited surplus now on hand be-
gins to become exhausted.

Stanley Abbot, president of the Boston
Co-operativo Milk Producers' Association,

said that the Board of Health would be
called on to watch the supply in order to

prevent the distribution of milk that has

been stored or b«»en too long in transit, If
it was Known to have, fallen below the
standard.

The contractors said to-night that they

had been able to secure all the milk they

•Ranted by bringing it from New York and
from Maine. Some of the milk came from
as far a.- New Jersey and Delaware, it was
said. T: -• • contractors are said to have

each received a train load of milk, rushed
in special trains from the New York auc-
llon markets. As fast as the milk came
into Boston it was treated in conformity

with the prescribed rules of the Board of

Health. The contractors declared they bad

secured enough milk to .supply the city for

from five day.« to a week.
