Washington, May 7.
THE PROGRAMME.—The troops of the

army and the organized militia which will
take part in the manoeuvres this summer
at ten camp?, including Pine Plains, N. V..
will encounter a more practical proCTamme

than has ever before prevailed at any of

these exercises. Secretary Dickinson has re-
affirmed his decision that the manoeuvres
shall be on a war-time basis and that the
troops shall be camped and treated in all
respects as if they -.vere in the field in

the presence of an enemy. There will be

the least amount of comforts and the
greatest possible departure from anything
which savors of an "outing:." There have
been seme indication? of this iolicy on
the part of the War Department, and some
of the militia authorities have entertained
the hope that this very practical purpose
would be modified. Mr. Dickinson has
decided not to amend his decision, and in-
structions have been given to the army

quartermasters who have charge of the
fitting out of the camps at Pine Plains
and t]\(- other places to do as little is pos-
sible in the way of construction of accom-
modations and so-called comforts. The
tents will be on the bare ground without
flooring, for instance. it being held that the
flooring of tents is a luxury which should

be dispensed with.
The announcement of the policy of the
