The two houses make it a
rele that no item may be attached to an
appropriation bill which has not been
estimhated for or, in default of an esti-
mate, been approved by a standing com-
mittee. In reapportioning representation
in the lower branch every ten years Con-
gress relies entirely on the tabulations
of the Census Bureau. In the passage of
river and harbor bills and public build-
ings bills it is guided largely by the
judzment of the engineers of the War
Department or by the réports of the Su-
pervising Architect of the Treasury.
When railroad legislation is under con-
sideration the commitices of Congress
gladly seek the advice of the Interstate
Commerce Commission. The Constitu-
tion puts upon the President the duty of
making recommendations to Congress,
and that duty includes the transmission
to the legislative branch of a vast amount
| of material to be used in framing laws.
|  To try to diseredit such material be-
cause it has “filtered fthrough the Execu-
tive” is to fly in the face of precedent
and experience. If information is to be
collected to be employed in determining
the proper measure of protection, the
natural procedure is to intrust the func-
tion of collection to a board appointed by
the Executive. Itsreport will go to Con-
gress and be treated there on its merits.
It will be neither more nor less desir-
1able because it has suffered ti:e process of
{what Mr. Underwood facetiously callg
“Executive filtration.”

NOT AT THIS TIME.

The Tribune is in sympathy with
President Taft's declaration that a Con-
gressional investigation into the sugar
frauds just now would be inexpedient
for the same reason that it opposed such
an inquiry when first proposed. The
federal District Attorney and grand jury
are on the track and have the right of
way.

iT’he way of inquisition is beset with such
| technical difficulties that it is a question
| if the prosecution has not inadvertently
| bestowed immumity upon this defendant
|—a question upon which the Supreme
{ Court has just refused to pass in antici-
| pation of his trial.

No fault can be found with the prog-
‘ress of the goverament in these cgees,
Mr. Taft well states the oceasions when
an inquiry is necessary :

The necessity for Congressional invés-
tization arises first when executive in-
_\'estiganoq is either not in good faith or
ig lacking in vigor, and, second, when ad-
ditional legislation is needed to provide
new saféguard$ to prevent a recurrence
of the frauds. A further advantage of
Congressionzl investigation is that it may
hold up to just public eendemnation
many peérsons whose neéglect of duty
or yhose ignoring of the public weal for
political or other purpose may have made
such frauQs _possible without subjecting
them 10 criminal lizability and conviction.

If when the regular processes are
complete there remain persons who
shonid be “held up to just public con-
demnation,” an investigation may serve
a useful purpese without danger of em-
barrassing the administration.

THE FINNISH CRISIS.

1t seems strange that amid so much
that is liberal, progressive and humane
the Russian government should persist
in a course toward the grand duchy
rof Finland which impartial observers
| throughout the world pretty generally
i regard as not only harsh and arbitrary
but also dishonorable, since it appears to
|involve an explicit violation of treaty
stipulations and breach 3f national faith.
At the present time relations between
the two countries appear to be swiftly
| moving toward a crisis, the outcome of
{ which will probably mean the destruc-
tion of Finnish independence and also
the incurring by Russia of a grave and
unnecessary reproach.

The Russian government recently or-
dered the Finnish Diet practically to ab-
dicate its constitutional authority by
enaecting a bill drafted at St. Petersbur'g
giving the Russian government full legis-
lative <ontrel of Finland. The bill pro-
| vided that practically all Finnish lecisla-
tion sbould be made by the Russian
Douia, in return for whieh Finland
should be entitled to send a few dele-
gales (o that body. The Fimnish Diet re-
celvest that bill courteously, and consid-
cred it very carefully, and then, last
week, refused to e.act it and ordered it
ilo be returned to the Russian govern-
I!;A:li! In wiat way that action of the
| Finns will be received at St. Petersburg
‘it is notr possible positively to forecast,
,Imt the probabilities are piain. It seems

nardly su;nmsu'hlv that the Russian gov-
| erninent will permit itseif thus to be
{defied. It may be expected, rather. to
{ impes2 upon the grand duchy by fm-
i perial deeree the system which the Hel-
| singfors parlinment has refused (o ensct.
|  Generally the Finng are as dispassion-
|ate as they are resolute. If that rule
| holds good, they will pass under Russian
| rule without any open disturbance. Baut
| it is probable that at the first show of
other than passive resistance, even in an
isolated c¢nse, the courtry will be occu-
pied Ly the Russian troops which are
now wassed on its frontier, and there
will be a wilitary conquest as-we!l as a

subversion of the constitution. In either
case an irreparable wrong will be in-
flicted upon a nation which'is peculiarly
undeserving of such treatment.

AN ENTERING WEDGE.

We are not able to see the force in the
objections raised by the Chamber of
Commerce committéee on state and mu-
nicipal taxation against the plan to
abolish personalty taxation in this city.
To abolish it here while retaining it
elsewhere in the state, the committee de-
elares. wonld be “illogical to a degree.”
But there is already such an utter lack
of logic about taxation that ‘this is not
an impressive criticism.

Furthermore, the committée fears that
if in one part of the state only real prop-

{ erty is the basis of local taxation, while

in other parts both real and personal are
taxed, that fact will put an end to “all
effort” to return to a direct system of
state taxes. This is not neceszarily true,
and even if it were true it would not be
important, for the prospect of a return
to the direct system of taxation in the
state is remote in any event.

Personal taxes should be given up all
over the state. In practice they are un-
just, unegual and oppressive, and they
vield an inconsiderable return. We lock
dpon their abandonment in New York
City as an entering wedge.

4 BASIS OF OPPOSITION.

The mismanagement of the Menominee
Reservation, as described in The Trib-
une’s Washington correspondence yvester-
day, makes out.a had case for Mr. Gif-
ford Pinchot's administrative ability.
No particular reason seems {o have ex-
isted for intrusting Mr. Braniff with the
important work on that reservation
which resulted in the waste of several
hundred thousand dollars ‘of the iribal
funds, except that he was a recent grad-
uate of a foresiry school. He does not
appear to have had any business expe-
rience or capacity, yet he was put in
charge of the construction and manage-
ment of a Jumber mill that cost
&250,000 and of drainage, damming and
road building operatious that cost nearly
as much more. The experiment ended in
the young man’s resignation, which was
accepted on the ground that he was
“guilty of grossly unbusinesslike con-
duet.”

Of course it is not fair to judge 4 man
by a single -act or condemn him for a
single mistake, but it is easy to see
how, if the administration of the For-
estry Pureau was characterized by the
lack of good judgment that prompted
this sappointment of an inexperienced
young man to a post requiring first of all
business ability and experience, the most
earnest well wisher of conservation
might find himself forced into opposition
to Mr. Pinchot. And epposition in regard
| to purely administrative details was sure
{ to be construed into opposition to con-
| servation itself and serviee of the pred-
atory interests.’ How his mind worked
in rezard to those who difiered from him
Mr. Pinchot recently showed upon the
witness stand.

4PPROVING THE MERIT SYSTEM.

1t is pleasant and encouraging to be
able to welcome another noteworthy con-
vert to the merit system in the Civil Ser-
vice. A few months ago ex-Governor
Murphy of New Jersey, the chairman of
the Republican State Committee, was
outspoken in his lack of favor for the
existing system in that state, declaring
that there was no assurance of its good
results and creating the impression that
he would welcome the repeal of the law.
Now he specifically and with much detail
declares himself to be in favor of Civil
Service reform, as he ecalls the merit
system, provided that it is effected nn-
der precisely such a law as that of New
Jersey.

To Mr. Murphy's mind, Civil Seérvice
employes should he made to realize that
their tenure of place depends upon good
behavior and efficient service, and they
should be subject to prompt and absolute
dismissal by their superiors for adequate
cause, the chief protection against im-
propér dismissal for trumped-up causes
being in the ¢ircumstance that their suc-
cessors .cannot be mere favorites of the
appointing officer but must be taken from
eligible lists prepared by the Civil Ser-
vice Commission ag a result of competi-
tive examination.

Now that is precisély what the New
Jersey Civil Service law provides, and in
tersely ontlining his concéption of a de-
sirable Civil Service system Mr. Murphy
has described the salient characteristics
of that law and of the manner in which it
has been econsistently administéred. With
thix diseriminating and convincing ap-
proval of it by the official head of the
Republican party in the state, the law
which was enacted in loyal fulfilment of
party platform pledges may be regarded
as enjoying practically universal accept-

ance.

4 DANGEROURS ' INDUSTRY.
From a bulletin just issued by‘the
Department of Commerce and Laber it
appears that the United States is the

which does not forbid the use of white
phosphorus in the manufacture of
matches. That the fumes from this sub-
stance exercise a baleful influence on
the operative who is exposed to them
has been known for half a century. At
jeast two harmless substitutes have been
found, and the fact has been held to
justify the prohibition by the principal
nations of Europe of the production, im-
portation and sale of white phosphorus
matches. An agreement to this effect
was concluded in 1906 by the govern-
ments of Continental countries, and Eng-
land followed suit last year.

Someé American match manufacturers
have professed to believe that the disease
induced by white phosphorus—called
“phossy jaw,” because it attacks and
destroys the jawbone—has not existed
in this country for twenty years. The
supposition, whenever it is advanced in
good taith, may rest on the knowledge
| that certain precaufions for the protec-
| tion of employes in match factories have
¥ heen suggested, but an investigation un-
!dermkcn jointly by the Bureau of Labor
! in Washingtonand the secretary of the
i American Association for Labor Legis-
lation affords reason for fearing that
the claim that this country enjoys im-
munity is groundless. In two fac-
tories visited by s=pecial agents of the
Bureau of Labor eight perfectly authen-
ticated cases were discovered, and in the
homes of the work peoble employed in
three factories eighty-two cases are said,
to have been observed. The inquiry sat-,
| fsfies the Bureau of Labor that 65 per
ecent of the men, women and children
engaged in the industry in thé United
States—that ig, more than 2,200 out of a
total of 3,301 —are exposed to p}msphurns
fumes, and that phosphorus poisoning in
this country is a distreéssing reality.

likely to prove an easy task. State leg-
iglatures would undoubtedly have power
to act within the limited areas under
their jurisdiction, but little good would
result without similar action by all
states. A stringent law in one- staté
might merely canse the removal of a
match factery to another where no regu-
lJation had been attempted. To any fed-
eral law on the subject thére might be
constitutional objections. But unless
the government's assertions cencerning
the evil effects of using white phosphorus
can be disproved, some escape from this
dilemma ought to be provided.

The
Radical and Socialistic groups wild again
hasve an overwhelming majority, although 2
ghifting within those groups is interpreted
as affording a distinet check to ultra-radi-
calism.

'Tha resuits folléw: Republi
cans of the Left, 78, a zain of 11, Radicals
and Radical-Socialists, 261, a loss of 2; In-
dependent Socialists, 25, a loss of 4, Unified
Socialists, 76, a gain of 21, Progressives, 72,
a gain of 5, INationalists, 16, a loss of 4,
Conservatives, 62, a loss of 9.
