Plans for a Sham Battle.

Ex-President Visits Specialist—
Emperor's Cordial

Welcome.
Berlin, May 10.—Theodore Roosevelt and

Emperor William had their first long con-

versatlon to-day after luncheon at Pots-

dam. Standing apart from the other guests,

they talked earnestly for more than an

hour.
The Emperor's welcom'- to the former

President was exceedingly cordial. Wear-

ing the white and gold uniform of 1

Garde dv Corps, with brazen helmet sur-

mounted by a silver eagle with outspread

wings, the .Emperor appeared at the en-

trance of the new palace on the arrival df

the guests. After greeting them he pre-
sented them to -the Empress, and the party

sat down to luncheon at six tables.
Aregrettable incident occurred on the ar-

rival of the Roosevelt party" at Berlin from

Stockholm this morning, when tho royal

carriages intended for their use failed to
reach the station in time, and Ambassador
Hill was missing from among tho officials
who had gathered to greet the ex-President.
This was duo to a misunderstanding re-
garding the arrival of the special train.

The RooseveltG drove to the American Em-

bassy, and shortly afterward Mr. Roose-

velt kept an appointment with Professor
Fraenkel, a throat specialist, who made a
careful examination.

At Potsdam the Emperor and Empress

treated their American guests with great
cordiality, engaging them in conversation
in the small drawing room, with other
memhers of tho royal family, before

luncheon. The Emperor, after the other
guests had gone, conducted Mr. Roosevelt
and his family through the Pans Souci
Palace.

HYDE DEFENCE CLOSES
State Attaches Importance to

Physician's Testimony.
Kansas City, Mo., May 10. -At the close

of a Icng and arduous cross-examination
of Dr. B. C. Hyde by Prosecutor Virgil
Conkling the defence rested to-day In th©
trial of Dr.Hyde for the murder of Colonel
Thomas H. Swope. The case will bo in
the hands of tne jury by Saturday, it is
thought.

he wouldn't take the etand unless ho could

Sees Disaster in Long-and-

"Washington. May 10.—Debate on tho pro-
posed lon£?-and-short-haul clause of the in-

terstate commerce bill occupjed practically

the entire attention of the Senate to-day.

Three or four more speeches are to bo made
on this subject, and it may be Thursday or
Friday before «. vote is taken. Tho oppo-
nents of the- clause express confidence in
their ability to defeat th© Dixon or any
similar a?r.emlment and intend to interpose

a motion to table amendments of this cnar-
acter when all who desire to speak have
been heard.

Under its terms a railroad company
must quote a freight rate accurately on
the demand of a shipper, and the ship-
per has the right to route hia freight

whenever it passes over mote than one
railroad. The commission is authorized
to establish through routes by combining
different railroad systems at its discro-
tion, whereas tinder the present law it
cannot mako a new through route if
such a route is already established.

Severe penalties are provided for ship-
pers who through false claims for dam-
ages or loss of property obtain secret
rebates.

It provides for the valuation of rail-
road property as an aid to the commis-
sion in the consideration of rates. It
aleo gives the commission authority over
classifications, regulations and practices

of railroads, Its authority at the present

time bcinpr limited to rates and matters
affecting them.

He
shook hanas first with Mr. Roosevelt and
then with Mrs. Roosevelt. Miss Ethel and
Kermit, greeting each most cordially.

Preceded by the Lord Chamberlain, Count
zu "Kulenberg. and the Master of th© Im-
perial Household. Baron Yon Lynckef, the
Emperor, with Mr. Roosevelt at his right,
entered the palace, and, passing through the
large apartment popularly:known as the

Shell Room, showed hi& guests into the
smaller salon beyond. Mrt. Roosevelt en-
tered on tho arm of General yon Loewen-
feld, and wag followed by Ambassador and
Mrs. Hill. Miss Roosevelt and Kermit. Cap-

tain Shartle and Lieutenant Commander
Belknap and Dr. yon Bethmann-Holiweg,
the Imperial Chancellor, With Prince Sdlins-
Baruth.

"Within the salon the party was received
by the Empress Augusta Victoria, Crown
Prince Frederick William, Crown Princess
Cecllle, Princess Victoria Louise, Prince

The luncheon which followed was attend-
ed by a large number of government offi-
cials and others prominent in public life.
There were six tables*. At one of these
were sealed his majesty, with Mrs. Roose-
velt at his left, and the Crown PrlnCees on
his right; ihe Chancellor, General yon
Pleeeis, Kermit Roosevelt, Count ta KUlen-
berg-, Mr. Hill, General L,oewenf,el<l and
Lieutenant Commander Belknap.

At another table the Empress was seated
between Mr. Roosevelt and the Crown
Prince. The young: Princess Victoria was
seated on Mr. Roosevelt's left. Others at
this table Were Miss Roosevelt, Captain
Startle, Herr yon Schoen, Mrs. Hill*Prince
Solms-Baruth and the Counters Keller.

Officials Not at Station.
A large crowd was at the railway station

to welcome Mr. Roosevelt, but the official
receiving party was not complete. As &
result Of a series of misunderstandings
American Ambassador Hill was late In
reaching the station, While the royal car-
riages intended for the use 6f the party
did not arrive until the Roosevelta had
been driven in other conveyances to the
embassy.
