Many fine speculative and investment
properties in midtown and upper West
Side residential zones changed hands ves-
terday.

Albert B. Ashforth sold the Tilden Build-
ing, a twelve story fireproof office structure
at No. 165 to 111 Wast 40th street, for the
Tiiden Investing Company, Loton H. Slaw-
son. president, 1o an out-of-town inveslor.
This is his first purchase here.

The structure is one of the best types of
office bulldings in the city. It has an ex-
ceptional location, being between the home
of the Union Dime Savings Bank, at the
northwest corner of Sixth avenue, and Men-
delssohn Hall. Abutting the property is
the Comedy Theatre, all low buildings.

The plot, which measures 83.9x988 feet,
was acquired by the Tilden company about
three years ago from the Century Realty
Company, which bought it shortly after
the bank acquired the corner.
