conducted on- a jrreat scale can be a wholly!
private enterprise, when we come to realize
that; every duty is in a sense a public duty,i
that the final standard ot conduct is the |
benefit of the country and. the goodtof man-
kind.

PLANNING SOUTH POLE TRIP

Dr. Douglas Mawson Arrives to

Consult Lieut. Shackleton.
The Cunard liner L.usitania. which has

been in the habit of landing her passengers
Thursday at midnight, did not get. to her

pier until 8, a. m. yesterday.
Among the big Cunarder's' passengers

was Dr. Douglas Mafson. of Sydney, who

was a member of Lieutenant Shackieton"*
expedition to the South Polar regions. He

is on his way to Australia and came by

way of this city to consult with Sir Ernest

Shackleton on further Antarctic exploration.

Dr. Mawson ha? arranged to take an ex-

pedition toward the South Pole from Syd-

ney in December, and it was said vester^
day that if Sir Ernest was unable to lead
it the command would be given -to Dr.

Mawson,, \u25a0

"There is a great deal to be learned by

further exploration." said Dr. Mawson. "It

will not be a really great feat to get to

the South Pole from the place where Lieu-

tenant Shackleton stopped, for ahead of
us there were only ninety-seven miles of
flat ice. We found coal there, but it was

too far away from civilization to J>e of any

commercial value. Some interesting things

may be found by the next expedition."

Aged Man Takes Poison Beside Coffin
of Suicide.

Philadelphia, May 13.—Sitting beside the
body of his wife. Catherine, who commit-
ted suicide on Tuesday and whose funeral
tras to have been held to-morrow, Paul
Graff, seventy-six years old, ended his life
to-day. Like his. wife, ho drank carbolic
acid.

Graff had been deeply despondent since
the suicide, and this had been intensiiied
by the Ulne«s of a daughter. He had ex-
pressed a wish to follow his wife to the
grave and threatened to commit suwhtt

Graff spent nearly all of the night sitting
beside th' cotfln, .-in.: there, just-.before
datvn. ht took the poison.

PROTECT PRIEYLOV SEALS

Professor Mitchell Talks About
Superstitions at Dinner.

A. S. Mitchell, associate professor* of as-
tronomy st Columbia University, told the
Thirteen Club a few facts about Halley's
comet last night at its 2S7th dinner in the
Garret restaurant, on the twenty-third floor
of the West Street Building.

"The old. foolish superstitions about the
comet remain with OS through the cen-
turies.'" said Professor Mitchell. "Their
appearance is always coupled with wars
and other disasters. It is strange that we
have so little regard for Venus, since she
was nearer to OS last. summer than ever
before.

"We have complete records of 'he comets
back two hundred years before the Chris-
tian era. It will be possible for us to figure

out when Halley's comet will appear again,
in ISSS. as a result of observations taken
in1*35, \u25a0when it \u25a0was last seen. Comets move
not aeeordine to Erie Railroad scHedules
but according to celestial law. Comets
have been remarkable in history for the
terror they have caused, In 1456 we had
a cornet Bcsrs owing to the presence in the
sky of what looked like a gisantic sword.

••With regard to the danger incurred
when the earth passes through the comet's
tail. Imay say thai if there had been no

astronomers to tell us of the fact we would
never have known that this took place on
the occasion of the comet's last visit. We

need fear nothing because, we pass once
more through the tail on May IS."
