A VANISHING CLOTHESHORSE.

An ingenious person has devised a sube
stitute for the clofheshorse which can be
made to vanish almost like a spectre when
not in use.

Three
of the hooks should be fixed in the wall
on ona side of a cormer in the room, ene
above another and rather more than a
foot apart, and the other three are in a
eorresponding position om the other side
of the corner. The cord is then fastened to
the highest hook on one side, carried across
the corner to the opposite heok and twist-
ed around it to make it secure. From there
it passes to the hook below off the same
side. across to the other side down again
to the hook below, and so omn, being fast-
ened well to each hook, untfl there are
three lines stretched across the corner. It
is a simple matter to remove the cord on
