Boston, May 21.—By a fraction of one
‘point Dartmouth defeated Bowdoin and
won the twenty-fourth New England ath-
letic championship here this afternoon. I:
was hard on Bowdoin to come so near vic-
tory only to lose the coveted honor. Es-
‘pecially was it hard, for the latter team,
after qualifying vesterday only eight men
to Dartmouth’'s seventeen, made one of the
gamest fights against odds ever seen in a
New England championship meet. .

It would be difficult to show just where
Dartmouth won and Bowdoin lost. The
real reason, though, probably is that the
Green had a better balanced team, while
the Maine college was represented by a
small set of “stars.”

Dartmouth scored 26% points; Bowdoin,
26 1-12. Wesleyan was a good third, with 23,
and then came Willlams with 1/, the Mas-
sachusetts Institute of Technology with 12,
the University of Maine and the University
of Vermont with 7 each; Worcester Poly-
technic with 5, Brown. with 4% ; Tufts, 3
T¥nity, 2; Colby, 1%. Holy Cross failed
to score.

Had the weather been good several new
frecords would undoubtedly have been es-
tablished. As it was, one record was brok-
en. Holdman, of Dartmouth, came up to
expectations and set a new mark of 11 feet
