Russell's chart suß^ests that the head of the comet will stay aljoveJhe horizon until

10 O'clock. Two eth«r thln's? to keep in mind are that nntH after Tuesday next the
moon will exercise a dimming influence on stars and other celestial objects and that
the comet's head. 3s already losing brilliancy. The first-of these circumstances would
make it wise to wait a few nights before trying were it not for the second.

On two or three successive evenings recently the hf-ad of the comet, without any
tail, has been seen at big observatories. Whether th> appendage has disappeared per-
manently or only temporarily is yet uncertain, but Professor Russell says that if

the tail is visible. at all It will point upward and to tho left.

STEVENS 'JN LONG FLIGHT
Claims' Three Cups After Trip

from North Adams to Quebec.
St. «Ilj*ar»hth«;'•'Qu>..:May 21.—Two new

record! were -established to-day' when the
balloon Cleveland, which \u25a0 ascended from
North Adams last night, came down here
at «:2$ this morning, after the longest
flight ever made, by a balloon from New
England. It was the first time that a bal-
loon from New England has fancied in
Canada. The balloon travelled a distance
of more than two hundred miles in an air
line, was in the air li hours 52 minutes
and reached an altitude of ll.QflO feet.'

A. Leo Stevens, the pilot,is now"a claim-
ant for three cups, one offered by a news-
paper of Montreal f<.r the New England
balloon landing nearest to that city, the
second "by Cb'rtjand Field Bishop, president
of the Aero Club of America, for the New
England balloon making the longest flight,
and the third by the Automobile Club of
Canada to the pilot starting from New
England south of the latitude of North
Adams, Mass.. and landing in the province
of Quebec, nearest to the city of Montreal.

With" Mr. Stevens in the car were Pro-
fessor David P. Todd, of Amherst College;
Charles Sornerville, a New York newspaper
man. and- H. P. Sherman, of London, a
Williams College junior.

While the aeronauts succeeded in staying
in the air for twelve hours, they were un-
successful in their principal object of the
trip, an observation 'of Halley's. comet.
The atmosphere was hazy, and the light
diffused through the mist l.y the moon
made it impossible to catch a glimpse of
either the nucleus or the tail of the celes-
tial visitor.

"It is my opinion," said Professor Me-
Hugh, "that the comet lost its tail some-
time-. -"Wednesday night. There are records
of its. having done, the same thing in 1835.
Isaw the comet in the west last night,
and it had no tail. This strengthens my
theory that it is now generating a new
tail, which will become visible in a short
timer

TAIL WAS LOST BEFORE

Scientist Thinks Comet May Be Grow-
ing New One.

Chirago, Xlay '21.— The theory that Hal-
ley's comet liaa loel its old tail, which may

be floating in space in the eastern sky,
and is now jjonprating a new one, was ad-
vanced by the Rev. Daniel J. McHuffh,
professor of astronomy at Do Paul Univer-
sity to-day. The old tail was forced away
from the coniet by unusual electrical re-
pulsion, caused by th»» sun spots which
were so prominent on Wednesday, he
thinks.

From" South Africa also came to-day a
cable dispatch from Dr. R. T. A. Innes. or
Johannesburg, which Rave the information
that the tail of Halley'a comet, observed
last evening, was found to be 19 decrees
in length, and that the branching of the
tail hail also been observed.

Itis said that Washington^paid the taxes

on the land until the time of his death and
that his administrators paid it until 1807.
Ifthe expected action is taken by the com-
mittee and approved by Congress, the gov-
ernment will allow the heirs £505.000 in gold
in lieu of the land. None of the heirs is
•wealthy, and some of them are-very poor,
it is stated.

Lawrence Washington, a descendant of
the family of the 'first President, made the
principal argument before the committee in
favor of the claim.
