
Effect of Transit Routes.

In estimating the propable effect of the

new Qufons transit improvements it must

be remembered that the addition of these

new arto; ies of travel will furnish a greater
hourly total carrying capacity than all the

north and south lines in Manhattan have at
present. Across the Queensboro Brfdce and
through the Pennsylvania tubes alone the
capacity over the ten tracks is estimated
at lln.OOft passengers an hour, while over
all the north and south lines in Manhattan

it is possible at present to transport hourly

less than 3X>,000 passengers.

The present active demand for Queens
holdings is but tho Inception of a move-
ment which will remove properties of every

character from the market. In the inland
sections thousands of acres have been con-
verted Into residential centres, and the

breadth of demand is shown now by the

active selling of homes and home sites in
territory generally described as exclusive.

The building statistics of the last two

years show that the average cost of new
homes erected along the north shore has
increased more than 110 per cent in that
period. The construction of a SS,?OM dwell-
ing on the Sound front creates no more
comment now than did tlie erection of an

58/>Ort structure a few years ago.

With all of Queens territory as easily ac-
cessible from the business centres of Man-
hattan ar. the lover part of Harlem is now,
there will be multiplications in values
which will bring Queens properties up to
the price levels in Harlem nnd The Bronx.

Although disinclined to prophesy, the
most conservative operator may justify an
optimistic forecast on the Queens market
by developments in the last few years and
the present strong movement of home
seekers. Furthermore, it is somewhat
axiomatic that certain developments in one
section of a bis city as the result of im-
provements will be duplicated in another
section when similar or greater improve-

ments have been furnished.
The phenomenal upbuilding and concom-

itant enhancements In the values of Har-
lem holdings were first due to the construc-
tion of the elevated road. Benefits to The
Bronx followed immediately upon the be-
ginning of work on the subway.

The growth of Queens since the inception
of work on the vast schemes of improve-

ment, while remarkable, has been con-

servative. At present not more than 35 per
cent of the land is occupied by buildings.

When the full capacity for transit service
across the Quecnsboro Bridge is utilized,

when the Pennsylvania tunnels are opened

to the trains which will carry passengers
from the heart of Manhattan to Queens
territory, from ten to fifteen miles distant

from the City Hall, in from fifteen to
twenty minutes, and the Stehraray tunnels
are opened to traffic, there willbe a home
seeking and investment movement to
Queens which willeffect the complete up-

building of every acre of well located
land, while what appear at present to be
exaggerated expectations of value In- j
creases may be proved conservative pre-

dictions.

Aid from Cuilding Associations.
Largely because of the difficulty of ob-

taining mortgage money from financial in-
stitutions the small homeseeker has fa
depend on the building and loan associ-
ations, of which there are 44? in Raw Jer-
sey, with a total of MXJMJM invested in
mortgages. The total individual, member-
ship of these associations is 155.306. and out
of that number only ZMM members have
secured loans), or less than 33 per cent of
the membership. The rest of them. \u25a0Mr*.
than 10O.C00 members, are no doubt await-
ing the time when by slow degrees of
progress their turn will corn** to receive*
a loan. It Is a surprising fact that there
is not a single corporation organized under
the banking laws of New Jersey whose ex-
clusive purpose is to make mortgage loans
and investments.

An examination of the New Jersey Bank-
ing Department's report for MM will show
how inadequate are the banking facilities
for so important a state as \u25a0 New Jersey.

All told, there are only 239 banking institu-

tions in the state. Including savings banks.
state and national banks and trust "com-
panies, with a total capitalization of $37,-
&34/00, of which the 77 trust companies of

the state have a total capitalization of only
$15,-U.".fifl<>. All these trust companies com-
bined have only $2?,419.M0 Invested in bond
and mortgage, or just a trifle above 9
per cent of the total amount loaned on
mortgages by 1 single New York City In-

stitution. which has $W.3^5.96C outstand-
ing in guaranteed mortgages. The state
banks. 19 in number, have only MMJM In-
vested in mortgages, and the savings banks.
25 in number, have only $35.555.000 so in-
Tested.

The New Jersey- York Real Estate
Exchange has been busying Itself with the
limited borrowing facilities asainst which
the real estate operators in the northern
counties of New Jersey have had to con-
tend. The members of the exchange have
had ample evidence that the existing finan-
cial institutions are pursuing a narrow
policy with respect to loans, and that
funds for the formal development of that
territory are not sufficiently forthcoming.
