FOR THE HOTEL PIERREPONT, §440,000

The D. A.

Cushman Realty Company Pays That Sum for the
Property at a Voluntary Auction Sale.

SEVERAL SITES BOUGHT FOR BUSINESS BUILDINGS

The Pierrepont, a twelve story hotel
structure, No. 43 to 47 West 33d street,
bhetween Fifth svenue and Broadway, wWas
sold yvesterdey by Joseph P. Day in the
Real Bstate Exchange salesrcoms, Nos. 11
and 15 Vesey street, to the D. A. Cushman
Realty Corporation, for $440,000. The hos-
telry occupies a piot 58.11x98.9 feet.

The property was sold subject 10 & mort-
sage of $360,000 at 5 per ceanl Other bid-
ders for the property were Herman Wron-
kow &nd Samuel E. Jacobs, of the Hudson
Realty Company.

Several large brokerage sales were re-
ported yesterday.
