one-half might be saved ifproper facilities
were provided. The present methods of
lighterage Is not only fruitful of delays,

uncertain. dangerous and cumbersome, at

it is expensive and a handicap to the
growth and development of the commerce
of the port. That it has increased In spite
of such disadvantages is due to other
causes.

Civic bodies an.l the public press aie con-

And yet New York has one of the finest

harbors In fhe world. ASMS from Its nat-

ural increase in population and wealth,

and the attendant increase In commerce,

the completion ofthe upstate and Panama

canals will enormously hi ream its water

borne traffic, but facilities should be pro-
vided for business that is row teing lost
to New York. The city has spent many

million on its new piers, known as the
"Chelsea Improvement." but not a sinsle
one has direct connection with any rail-
road.

There is urgent need of sufficient accom-
modations for vessels in close relation to
railroads, warehouses and labor markets,

with land not too expensive for factory

purposes, and yet within a reasonable ess-
tance of the business section. Docks and

warehouses accessible to o;ean going ves-
sels, located where direct connection may

be had with railroads, would effect a large i

saving in handling charge:*, secure cheaper !
factory and warehouse rentals, and result
in greater dispatch of business.

Demands of Manufacturers.

water and rail facilities. Improved prop-

An erron»ou« impression prevails that the
available supply of waterfronts foe com-
mercial purposes in New York is practically

unlimited. Nothhu could be further from
the truth. While the shore line within the
limits of the five boroughs is apparently
very great for commercial development, this
Is more apparent than real. A large por-
tion of this frontage is difficult and costly
to Improve, and, owing to present trans-
portation facilities would be unsulted to

many lines of business. On Manhattan
Island the amount of such property in the
market unoccupied and for sale Is a negli-
gible quantity, and there are comparative-
ly few pie« obtainable on the Brooklyn
shore of tHe East River from 3i)th street to
a point about opposite 79th street, Manhat-
tan. From this point in Queens Borough

north to Astoria, the shore is compara-
tively undeveloped, with the exception of a
few scattering parcels. The current here is
very swift. Dividing the boroughs of
Queens and Brooklyn, N'ewtown Creek, al-

Units of Measurements and Values.

The unit of value of waterfront properties
is *renpra!ly the linear foot, measured upon
the bulkhead line, and for a given distance
back from the water. In some instances it
is determined by the area of land under

water and the extent to which it can be

filled in. Important considerations in deter-
mining values are depths of water, length

of pier line, land and. rail communications,

labor market? and the highest character of
development for whiolvthe property is suit-
able. The most valuable waterfront prop-

erty in New York Harbor is on the Man-
hattan shore or the Hudson River, while
next in Importance and value Is the New
Jersey shore of the Hudson and the Man-
hattan shore of the East River. The values

of such properties In New York Harbor
vary gre?tly.

Generally speaking, the ownership of land
lying between high and low water is vested
in the state, and before any use can be

made of same by the abutting property

owner a riparian grant or lease must be
obtained from the Board of Riparian Com-

missioners. Upon application, tease* are
made by the commissioners upon their esti-

mate of value, on which interest is charged
annually, 1 i:t such leases are convertible
into grants <>n payment of the principal

sum. Inrecent years, however, the policy

InNew Jersey has Veen to make as few of
there grants in perpetuity as possible, and
legislation having for its object the grant-

ing of these leases for stated periods, with
revaluations, has been attempted. S-Jch
grants or leases define the bulkhead and
pierhead lines: i. c.. the line of solid filling

and the extent to which piers may be built

inthe water. The United States government,
however, has supreme control of navigable
streams, art*, exercises the right to increase
or decrease such lines as it may deem fit.

This natter Is under the jurisdiction of the
Secretary of War. and In the case of New

York Harbor, recommendations for tne ;>ier

and bulkhead lines are ma<ie by the Harbor
I,in^ Board.

The term "waterfront property"— as its
name Implies refers to land bordering up-

on navigable streams. But all the water-
front properties are not commercially avail-
able; many things must be taken into con-
sideration, among which may be cited the
depth of channel leading up to the property

and the difficulty or expense of keeping it
open, the depth of water in front of the
property, the length of bulkhead and pier
lines, protection to shipping, obstructions
to navigation, such as drawbridges, etc..

communication by land and rail, and dis-
tances from labor markets and centres of
population.
