MRS. LAUTERBACH'S REASON
Facts Upon Which She Seeks

Separation Made Public.
Th* complaint in the separation suit

which Mrs Amanda F. Lauterbach has
brought against her husband, Edward
Lauterbach. was made known yesterday.

In discussing her charges of desertion,

cruelty and non-support which ar* the
basis of her suit Mrs Lauterbach said:
"Itis with the greate«t reluctance that I
discuss this case, in view of the action now
in litigation. But because of the slurs cast

upon my character and integrity.Ideem it

my duty to refute these charges."

Mrs. Lauterbach said that her husband
caused her much humiliation tv sending to
shopkeepers, hotels and restaurants no-
tices that he was unwilling to meet her

financial obligations. She eaid that Mr.

Lauterbach was extravagant in his per-

sonal expenditures, while, with the excep-
tion of a few years prior to his alleged d*-
sertion of her. the allowance he made to

her was not commensurate with his Income.

FARLEY'S ANNIVERSARY
Archbishop Ordained to Priest-

hood Forty Years Ago.
It was forty years ago to-day that

Archbishop Farley was ordained to the

priesthood of the Roman Catholic Church.
The anniversary celebration will take place

at St. Patrick's Cathedral at 11 o'clock,

when there willbe. following- th* pontifical
mass, addresses to the Archbishop on be-
half of the clergy and the laity. After

that there willbe luncheon, with more ad-
dresses, including one by the Archbishop

himself.
Archbishop Farley was born in Ireland,

but educated both tl»r» and hen?, and also

in Rome. He was an assistant at St. Pe-

ter's Church on Staten Island, but he

came into prominence and to know the
clergy of this jurisdiction as secretary to
Archbishop, afterward Cardinal, McClos-
key. which place he held for twelve years.

He has been a bishop since IS9S. At the
