At the request of President Taft, Vice-

President Sherman and other Republicans

Court cf Arbitration.
"The efforts of the American delegation

at the Second Hague Conference resultedin th» readoption in an extended and
amended form of the convention for thepacific settlement of international dis-putes, as well as the framing and adoption
of a convention for an international court
of prize. But 'the conference also went
considerably further and recommended to
the nations of the world the establishment
of

-
court of arbitration in accordance

with the fundamental idea of the plan
submitted to the first conference at the
instance of Secretary -that the court
should be 'always open*— "a court which
should not only be permanent, but con-
tinuous in its functions."

Beginning with Commodore Perry's visit
to Japan and Caleb Cuahfog*s treaty with
China in 1544. Mr Knox devoted much time
to discussing: the State Department's course
in the Far East. He commended it warmly,
referring to John Hay's "open door* policy
in China as an achievement of which it
was impossible to fail to refer when speak-
ing of American diplomacy.

"The same just, friendly and generous
American spirit is conspicuously shown in
our diplomatic and other efforts in the in-
terest of particular nations at critical times
or in respect to matters of great conse-
quence affecting the welfare of other na-
tions." said Mr. Knox.

The part which the- United States took in
the Boxer troubles and its subsequent ac-
tion was taken, he- declared, to safeguard
the principle of the preservation of Chinese
territorial and administrative entity and
equality of commercial opportunity. Mr.
Knox reviewed this government's participa-
tion in the Congo negotiation!?, its progres-
sive, policy in Liberia and its part in ter-
minating the war between Russia and
Japan.

The most active sphere of American di-
plomacy, however. Mr. Knox declared, was
in the relations of the United States with
the twenty other republics of the Western
Hemisphere. Most of them are passing
through an evolution similar to that of the
United States, he said, and the influence of
the diplomacy of the United States could
be traced to the development and welding
of the Pan-American family of nations.

Latin-American Development.

The financial difficulties of the Latin-
American republics Mr. Knot compared in
a measure to those, of Santo Domingo, and
he warmly defended the. United States for
Its ••nurse in the ease of the, latter. Nego-

tiations for the funding of the national debt
of Honduras, now under way, he said,
would doubtless receive the approvai of
this government. The Panama Canal and
the Pan-American Railway. Mr. Knox de-
clared, would both be great factors in the
peaceful development of in-America,

On these phases of our diplomacy the
Secretary said:

•1 now turn to what is by far the most

active, sphere of American diplomacy,

namely, that of our relations with the
twenty other republics of the Western
Hemisphere. Most of these republics are
parsing through an evolution similar to
our own-that of the peopling and develop-

In:: of vast areas and the attempt to per-
fect republican government under similar

institutions.
"From the time the United States became

an independent nation this government,

while respecting Its obligations to Euro-
pe in powers, has frankly and consistently
wrought for the establishment and main-
tenance of a. popular, free and independent,

form of government for the countries which
share with us this hemisphere. Just
emerged from our own war of indepen-
dence, the struggle of the southern repub-

lics awoke a responsive chord in the heart

of the American people, and in 1523 this
government hastened to recognize us sov-
ereign states the republics of Spanish

South America, and named ministers to

represent it at their capitals.
"Tvrning to modern examples, by the

Spanish-American treaty, signed at Paris
in 3?5*. and its accompanying documents,

this government, to the surprise of the
world, spontaneously, and by action for
which history scarcely affords a precedent.

recognized the independence of Cuba. . . .
Castro and Zelaya.

"The invariable fervid and inherent sen-
timent for self-government has had a large

part in this government's sympathy with
the recent eviction by their own. long Buf-
fering fellow countrymen of such tyrants

as Castro, whose regime has given way to

better things, and Zelaya, whose cruel mis-

government it is hoped will soon be suc-

ceeded by a government really responsible

and republican.
"By such advances the lees fortunate re-

publics tend gradually to a stature" of
equality as real as the equality of their
sovereignty, and to the high level of sta-

bility,Justice, moderation and mutual re-

sponsibility which characterises their more

fortunate sisters.
"One of the aims of the diplomacy of the

United States has been to contribute as

\u25a0men as possible in helpfulness to the?e

ends. True stability Is best established not

by military, but by economic and social

forces A certain area of Central America

baa been notoriously racked by revolution
and by a sad history of turbulence and
instability: had been robbed of that flour-
ishing prosperity which should be its nat-

ural heritage."

When Wars Shall Oss?.
Inconclusion Mr. Knox said:
"W- have indeed, as is right, firmlymain-

tained our national sovereignty and dignity

and the rights of our citizens, and we have

rot avoided war wh-n honor and duty have

invoked that stern arbitrament. Neverthe-

less we have loyally submitted ourselves
to the control of the ideal? of peace and to

the principles of International comity and

good will, and we have exerted our in-

fluence and rood offices to guide and aid

other* along that path. We have not. in-

de-d. stood alone in that attitude, hut have

act"d In concert with other powers who

recognize the same high call and seek the

same great ends.
\u25a0•We have reached a point when It la *vl-

dent that the future holds in store a. time

when wars shall cease; when the nations of

the world shall realize a federation as real

end vital as that now subsisting between

the component parts of a single state;
