Counsel for Columbia Professor

States His Reasons.
Professor Harry Thurston Peck, Jr., An-

thon professor of I^atin at Columbia Uni-
versity, has refused the demand of the
education committee of the trustees of the
iuniversity for his resignation. Professor
!Peek is the defendant in a suit for breach
of promise by Miss Esther Qulnn, and the

of a number of amorous letters
alleged to have been written by the pro-

fessor is believed to be the ground of the

action of the education committee.
David C. Bennett. Ir.. of Tappan & Ben-

nett, counsel for Professor Peck in the

breach of promise suit, said yesterday that
the reason for his client's refusal to bc-

c«-de to the committee's demand was that
they had fa led to give any reason tor
their action.• Professor Peck denies the authorship of

the letters published," said Mr. Bennett,

"and It seems stranze that the commit-
tee within thirty-six hours of the publi-

cation of these letters should have taken

such action. The letter written by Presi-
dent Nicholas Murray Butler demanding

Professor Peck's resignation is dated June

3. but it was forwarded only on June 9.

after President Butler had sailed for
|Europe. The next clay Professor Peck

Iwrote to the Rev. Dr. Edward B. Coe.

jchairman of the committee, asking for the'
grounds of complaint against him. In Just
about the time it would tflke to cable Pres-

ident Butler and set a rep.;, from him. Dr.

"We take the ground that as the profes-

sor's competency has been recognized re-

peatedly by the university, there ie no

ground for his dismissal, and moreover that

only the trustees being competent to deal

with the ajuestton the education commit-
tee baa no authority in the matter.

In his reply to Dr. Coe's second letter

Processor Peck points out that the request

of Dr. Butler coming the day after the

publication of scandalous letters of which

he denies the authorship appears to have

been influenced by the publication. If this

is so Professor Peck claims that such

action would prejudice his defence of the

suit and his actions for libel against the

newspapers which published the letters. We

maintain that the trustees cannot dismiss
the professor without laying a charge, and.
In any case, as the fiscal year at Columbia

ends to-day. that Professor .Peck remains

a member of the faculty at least for an-

other year."
The Rev. Dr. Edward B. Toe. chairman of

the education committee, said last night

that he had no comment to make, as he

had acted In his official capacity «nd his

action snoke for itself. Another member

of the committee said that it was not a

question of the competency of the pro-

fessor, but one of maintaining the tone

of'the university.

He asked
the friendship and co-operation of the
magistrates In the performance of his new
duties.

Charl-
ton, the stepmother of the accused man. 'a
devised a one-thiid share in the estate after
the death of Dr. Wanstall's wife.

Dr. Wanstall. who was one or the most
prominent physicians in Baltimore, was
very fond of young Charlton. Rle was crit-
ically ill when the crime was committed
and died a few days ago, unaware of
the crime or of the arrest of Charlton.

The statement follows

From reports' received within the last
twenty-four hours, and circumstances al-
ready known by me. ] feel justified In. ask-
ing:! "Was it a coincidence that Porter
Charlton murdered his wife about the time
when Mrs. Charlton's money was pracli-
<_••<iiv exhausted?"

We know that Mrs. Charlton had in the
neighborhood of $2,000 with her on March
11!. 1910, and at the time when the crime
was committed this money was practically
gone.

What conclusion can be reached by fhe^p

facts b*t that it is Just another indication
that instead of Porter Charlton beinsc in-
sane at the time of the commission of th's
crime he used all the deliberation, all Mi<»
schemes and secret methods, which only
a man who works out a logical situation
la capable of doinsr.

Our fa:th and feeling Is that the Ameri-
can government will not encourage so oru-
tal a murder by liberating a man who. by

his nets and writings, proves absolutely
that he is not only pane, but that his mini
was workinglogicaly and with forethought.
