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Board of Estimate Approves Plan
of Lengthening Thoroughfare.
The through artery of travel from Times

Square to Greenwich Villas;*- and the lower
"West Side which has been needed for
many years was provided for yesterday
when the Board of Estimate approved ol
the proposition to lengthen Seventh avenue.
The plan is to extend that thoroughfare
from its present terminus, at Greenwich
avenue, south to Varick street, and to
widen Varick street from that point to
its terminus et West Broadway and Frank-
lin street from 60 to 103 feet.

The proposition, which itis estimated will
cost some 510,000,000, has been before the
1-oard for several years. :The special com-
mittee of the Board of Estimate was con-
tinued-for the purpose of fixing the area
of assessment. It is suggested that it will
probably lode all of the property In
Greenwich Village and all that fronting in
Seventh avenue for its entire length.

The board tentatively approved the propo-
Fition to extend Irvine Place south from
34th street to Fourth avenue. The cost is
estimated at B.wM.«sa, and the board hoi.
the ripht to chanpe the present plan before
•work is actually begun on its execution.

Borough President McAneny urired ac-
tion on the widening of the 34th street
roadway, as it is intended to provide for
the extra traffic to be caused by the open-
ing of the Pennsylvania Railroad Station.
As many business Interests said they de-
sired more time to consider the question
of having their sidewalks cut down to
\u25a0widen the street, final action on the propo-
sition was postponed until the next meet-inp of the board, en July 2?.

ESCAPED FROM REFORMATORY

New York Central Gets After Dealers
in Commutation Tickets.

Twenty-five prisoners appeared before
Justice Mills, of the Supreme Court, at

White Plains, yesterday, to answer to the
complaint of the New York Central Rail-
road that many residents of Prekskill. Cro-

t-n, Tarrytown. Ossining. Dobbs Ferry and
Irvington. on the Hudson River division,
and Pleasantvllle. White Plains and Tuck-
ahoe, on the Harlem division, buy from one
to twelve commutation tickets monthly, and
sublet the use of the tickets to frionds nnd
customers at one-half of the regular rail-

road ticket fare, which is a liberal advance
on the pro rata cost of the commutation
ticket. The railroad authorities allege that
one man, livingin Tarrytown. has paid the
Interest on his mortgac* on two houses.
taxes and all nther charges, from the re-
ceipts from the use of eight tickets which
he ha? bought monthly. Two women ap-

pear on the list—Mrs. Mary Albert nnd Mrs.
Margaret Farrell, both of Ossining. The
latter had eight tickets in use, while the
former had six, it was aHeged.

T!ie railroad had several m*-n getting evi-
dence. Ineach case where the investigator
h!:<»d the use of a ticket he took it to the
New York office of the company, where it
was photographed, and the photographic
copy now forms a part of the records in
the case. All of those cited appeared by
c<unse! and consented to the fiiinz of an
order enjoining them from the practice, and
al! agreed to abide by the order. If any

are found to be disobeying it they will be
ha'<--d before the court to answer to a
charge of contempt of court and will also
i>e sued for damages.

RAILROAD STOPS SCALPING

NEW COMMUTER COMPLAINT
Wants to Use Ferry or Tunnel on

Lackawanna Ticket.
The latest in commiHers" complaints, one

submitted to the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission by W. D. Keirfott. of Mcntclalr,
ft?. J.. has been answered hy the Lacka-
wanna. Mr. Kearfctt made the point that
the Lackawanna should follow the exam-
ple of the Pennsylvania and give its pa-
tron? the privilege of riding from Hoboken

to New York either by ferry or tunnel at
the same rate that is now charged by

ferry. This, Mr. Kearfott considered, was
only.a fair compensation for the increased
commutation rates proposed.

George A. Cullen. general passenger agent

for the road, has replied, however, that in
providing a "high class ferry service" the
road is doing all that it can be reasonably
expected to do for its patrons, and the fatt
that another corporation saw fit to build
a tunnel to Hoboken constitutes no valid
argument why the Lackawanna should fur-
nish commuters with transportation
through the tunnel or sell commutation
tickets at a lower rate to those who wish
to use it. But Mr. Kearfott says that the
road is arbitrarily charging the commuters
for a service which it does not render.

"Mr. Cullen." Mr. Kearfoot informs the
commission, "signally fails to call your at-
tention to the pertinent fact that since the
McAdoo tunnel has been in operation the
Lackawanna has materially curtailed its
ferry service, and Inplace of operating on ,
seven and one-half and ten minutes head-

NEW JOES ON CITY RECORD

It denies all the charges brought by the

The answer says that all the real and

substantial reforms to be accomplished,
both in the publication of the City Record
and In the administration of the office
itself, could be accomplished without the
abuse that is incorporated in the report of
the commission.

"We assert, and statid ready to prove,"
says the answer, "despite any chargt-s
made by the commission, "that the prices

for services which have been rendered by
the contractor for the City Record to the
city have been reasonable and just, con-
sidering all the elements which ought
fahiy to be taken into account, and that
every item of work done, either under con-
tract or open orders, was authorized by
those legally empowered to authorize the
same.
"If the printer were given discretion as

to the form in which public documents
should be expressed, or how much of them
should be left out, there would be very
little use for the publication of public
documents."

Continuing, the statement says:

"We declare with utmost emphasis that
every dollar of work performed on open
orders for the city was duly authorized
by concurrent action of the three members
of the Board of City Record."

Nobody Hurt, but Traffic Is Con-
gested for an Hour and There

Is a Loss of $10,000.

Fire of unknown origin started in a

storeroom in the sub-basement of the Hotel
Netherlnnd, Fifth avenue and sDth street,

yestcrda;- afternoon, and before the ar-
rival of firemen spread to other rooms,

damaging baggage belonging to guests and

hotel furniture.
A number of porters were at work in the

sub-basement, when they smeiled smoke.
In the storeroom on the f.S>th street side, in

which they had stored a new supply of
furniture, they found a pile of excelsior,
which had been around the furniture, blaz-
ing. The management of the hotel was
notified and a fire alarm sent in.

Employes of the hotel tried to fight the
fire, but the smoke and flames were too
much for them, and they retreated to await
the arrival of the firemen. By the time the
apparatus arrived the fire had spread well
through the sub-basement, and clouds of
thick smoke filled the main lobby and the
corridors.

Guests smeiled the smoke, and a number
of nervous men and womtn called up the
hotel telephone operators to find out what
caused the smoke. They were told that
there was nothing to fear. Many gave the
smoke no further attention, but several
guests descended to the main lobby and
sat there while firemen worked on the fire.

The firemen were in charge of Chief

Croker. who was driving past the hotel
when he saw the fire engines. Cri'ker had
his men play several streams of water on
the burning woodwork in the basement,

and the men worked under his direction
for an hour before they got the fire under
control.

Volumes of thi^k, black smoke rose to
the cai'^ and barber shop of the hotel and
drove everybody out. The barbers got out
of their shop, but Miss Louisa Anderson,

a manicurist, and several customers were
caught in the shop, with no way of getting

out owing to the smoke. Miss Anderson
screamed for help, and her cries were
heard by two chauffeurs in 59th street.
They disiodgeri a ventilator leading from
the shop to the street, and then directed
the young woman to stand on a chair,

from which they lifted her to the street
and then helped the customers out.

The fire attracted a large crowd of peo-
ple, who blocked Fifth avenue and 59th
street in their efforts to get a good view
of the firemen at work. The congestion of
traffic became so great that the reserves
Of the East 67th and East 51st street sta-
tions were calied to the scene. They

reached the lvt*l on the run and waded
through the jostling crowds with such good

effect that within a few minutes after their
arrival traffic conditions were normal again

and the firemen were able to work with
greater ease. Meunted policemen also
worked on the crowd and made the car-
riages and wagons which had bctn tied up
proceed at double quick time.

When the firemen got through with the

fire it was found that there was about a
foot of water in the barber shop and cafe:.
Men were set to work pumping the water

out. and they had the Hoot's cleared In
short order.

The Interhorough-Metropolltan notes are
to be issued at par, and the ten men who
buy them will get their money back, if the.

The Securi-
ties company controlled the surface rail-
way situation before the receiverships he-
gran, but that company's future interest
will depend on the method of reorganiza-

tion.
The $4.<~>00.000 of notes which the ten Secu-

rities company directors have a creed to
buy have at present, therefore, only a
hypothetical value.

The Inducement to the directors to settle
up was the suit for $2,797,200 brought

apainht them by Colonel W. W. Ladd, re-
ceiver for the New York City Railway
Company. This suit represented the dif-
ference between the price at which the
New York City Railway Company's ten-

year 3 per cent notes were sold to the
Metropolitan Securities Company (70) and

the price at which they were redeemed
within a short time

—
par.

The receiver for the New York city Rail-
way Company alleged a statutory violation
by the Securities company directors.

All the claims of th© City Railway Com-
pany were then lumped together, making

a total of a little less than $8,000,000.

About tf.250,000 had already been paid,

and the ten Securities company directors
compromised the remainder by agreeing: »o
pay $1,500,000 out' of their own pockets and
subscribing for |4.<m000 of notes which
might have a value some time in the future.

Mr. < 'atlett. who is in charge of the chem-
ical laboratory of the Western Electric
Company, and was used tor cleaning sil-
ver The bottle in which the poison was
kept was not labelled, but .Mrs. <*atlett
knew what it contained.

Police Lieutenant Adjusts Dispute be-

Henry J. Goldsmith, a lawyer, of No. 41

Park Row, and Ernest C. Southard, a
member of the contracting mm of the C.
H. Southard Company, at Ninth avenue and
14th street, had an argument at Broadway
and Park Place yesterday which continued
until they were taken to the Fulton street
police station, where Lieutenant Lane final-
ly succeeded in adjusting matter*.

According to the story told by the police,
Goldsmith, acting in the interests of a firm
occupying tl <=\u25a0 ground floor of No. 2;!7
Broadway, protested against the action of
the contractors in stretching a rope m
front of his client's store and finally tore it
down.
