What undoubtedly was the smallest fleet
that ever has taken part in the annual
Cape May race of the Brooklyn Yacht
Club started from off the anchorage of
the orzanization, in Gravesend Bay, at 11
a'clock yvesterday morning under weather
«onditions that did not promise an exciting
c~ontest. One schooner and two sloops made
up the fleet that in the lightest of north-
west breezes just managed to buck a strong
flood tide on the first leg of a 300-mile

ecean struggle.
The boats were Commodore W. C. Tow-
en's fagship Tammany, the sloop Gar-

denia, owned by Leo S. Herzig, and R. von
Foregger's sloop Advta IL. It had been
expected that the schooner Vigil, John
Lewis, owner, and Vice-Commodore Tit-
comb's Uncas would be at the starting line,
but the owner of the Vigll found it impos-
sihle to met his craft ready in time, and
Yice-Commodore Titcomb scratched the
Uncas at the Jast moment.

The start was without any spectacular
fczture. and was In strong contrast to the
sencational one of 1%93. The early morning
hours were without a breath of air, a heavy
heat haze hung over Gravesend Bay, and
the waters were as placld as a milipond.
o disheartening were the weather condi-
tions that Conrad R. Schmitt and Conrad

SAILS GASP FOR BREATH

Lack of Breezes Mars Racing in
American Regatta.

LAURELS FOR THE AURORA

Beats Istalena and Winsome—
Avenger Takes Measure of
New Craft. Skimna.

Out of a‘total of seventy-five yachts that
started yesterday In the annual regatta of
the American Yacht Club only thirty-eight
were able to finish, on account of the light
airs and calms which prevalled on the
Sound. Tt was a great pity that such a
fine fleet should be so handicapped, but
despite these conditions the large sloops,
with their lofty clubtopsails, succeeded in
covering half the regular courses in fairly
good time.

Cornelius Vanderbilt's Aurora, steered by

William Butler Duncan, jr., won from H.
| ¥. Lippitt's Winsome by 2m. 26s., and from
George M. Pynchon's Istalena by 6ém. 24s.
after sailing over a 16'2-mile triangular
course, two legs of which were reaches
and the third a beat. Harry L. Maxwell's
Avenger was the victor in Class L. She
defeated Morton F. Plant’'s new Herreshoff
creation, the Shimna, by three minutes,
sailing the same course as the f5-footers
Lawrence Darr’s Eleanor won in Class M,
Stuyvesant Walnwright's Cara Mia in
Class P, and J. W. Alker's Alera in the
New York Yacht Club’s 30-foot class.

Final arrangements have just been made
for the cruising motor boat race from At-
lantic City to Gravesend Bay, which will
te held under the auspices of the Atlantic
Yacht Club and the Yachtsmen's Club, of
Philadelphia. The contest, which is for
prizes offered by Captain Morton Wistar
Smith, will start off the anchorage of the
Seaside Yacht Club at 8 o'clock on the
morning of July 14. The boats are expected
to reach the finish line before sundown of
the same day.

The race is open to seaworthy boats not
more than 100 and not less than 40 feet over-
all length. A seaworthy boat, accordinZ to
the committee, is a substantially built, full
decked vessel, having engine and living ac-
commodations Thoused in, and being
equipped with all tackle necessary to enable
her to make a long passage in open water.

Any form of internal combustion engine
may be employed for propulsion purposes,
but no ingredient shall be used to increase
the power of the fuel. All boats must have
at least four men on board, and must carry
as equipment a boat or liferaft of sumi-
cient buoyancy to save the whole crew.
Each boat also must have on board a ring
buoy or life jacket for each member of the

crew, as well as the fittings and appliances
prescribed by the government.

The boats will race under the 1909 rules
of the American Power Boat Association,
with full time allowance. Entries will be
| received until July 11, and must be accom-
| panied by the 1910 rating measurement cer-
tificate from the measurer of a recognized
vacht club. A final {nspection will be made
of each craft on the day of the race.

COMPLETE FIGHT ARENA

Big Amphitheatre Ready for the
Great Struggle.

Reno, Nev., July 2—When the sun rlae:
on the morning of July 4 its rays will beat
mercilessly down upon the great areana
which has hurriedly been constructed for
the biggest fight in the history of pugliism.
The site chosen is a mile and a half from
the centre of the city, and stands on the
spot where the Root-Hart battle took place,
just four years ago, when Jeffries pre-
sented to the victor the heavyweight title.
The plan of the arena Is aimost identical
with the one which was started in San
Francisco, and had to be abandoned when
the state Interfered and caused the shift
to Nevada. It is about 300 feet square and
seats approximately sixteen thousand per-
scns. Its cost is expected to exceed $17,500.

A forest of lumber hae gone into the con-
struction of the great octagonal amphithe-
atre. It is so designed that every one of
the spectators is assured a full view of the
ring in which the battle will be fought.
Looking down from the bleachers, it seems
ahsurd to think that enough action could
be compressed Into that 24-foot space to
keep such a horde of people interested, even
for a minute.

Measured within the ropes. with thelr
padded corners, the ring s just twenty-
four feet square. From edge to edge in
each direction the raised platform is twen-
ty-seven feet, allowing eighteen inches be-
yond the ropes all around. This space is
left for the convenience of the seconds.

Below the edge of the platform runs a

narrow bench for the telegraph instru-
ments, which will click the story of the
battle around the world. Here aiso are the
telephones, with metallic headdresses at-
tached, through which the thousands on
the outside will hear of the progress of the
fight by the way of the bulletin boards.
| Still further back are several other benches,
providing in all for one hundred news-
paper men.
i From this level around the ring the sec-
| tions radiate outward and upward, like the
spokes of a wagon wheel. There are eight
of these wedge-shaped sections, and each
row of seats is five Inches higher than the
one in front, the last row rising thirty-five
feet from the ground level. The seats do |
not run one behind the other, soldier-fash- |
ion, but alternate, so that the man behind
looks down on the ring between the heads
of the two directly in front of him. By
this arrangement the ring will be flanked
by a sloping wall of faces and staring eyes
circling the fighters on all sides to a height
of thirty feet. There will be no spaces and
lines between them, just a solid wall of
faces glaring down at the white square.

Between the press seats and the bleach-
ers there is a gentle slope upon which ap-
proximately 5,000 chairs are grouped. Here
the aristocrats will sit at their ease—men

The two camps are sepa-
rated by the width ef the arena, and a
short aisle, kept clear of other traffic, will
be reserved for each man and his follow-
ers when they make their progress to the |
battle ground.

Tnusual precautions have been taken to
prevent disorder of anv kind. There will |
be several platoons of guards scattered |
through the aisles end among the audi- |
ence. Every entrance and exit will be !
supervised to prevent crowding, and piain- |
clothes men will be scattered everywhere.
