Mother Badly Hurt, but Child
Escapes Injury.

While a tire was raging in the four story
building at No. 1154 Fulton street. Brook-
lyn, at '2 o'clock this morning, Mrs. Sadie
Yon Gilder, who lives on the top Boor,
jumped tn the rear yard below with her
eighteen-months-old daughter. Ruth, in her
arms. The mother landed on the stone
flagging. Both legs wpre fractured and she
had int.-rnal injuries, but the baby escaped
unhurt. When firemen rushed to the yard,
expecting to find both dead, the child w;is

r-oojng and laughing. Mrs. Yon Gilder was
sent to the Cumberland Street Hospital,
where her condition is said to be critical.

The fire started on the first floor and
rapidly ate its way up through the airshafi
to the roof. Just as the firemen were about
to raise a ladder to the roof to rescue Mrs.
Yon Gilder the woman became crazed with
fear as she saw the flames creeping up on
her. and jumped.

JUMPS WITH BABY IN ARMS

The Tolk County Convention, held here,
indorsed the administrations of President
Taft and <;nverner R. F. Carroll in general
terms, and commended in enthusiastic lan-
gu;!pe the work of Senators Cummins and
Dolliver in tho recent session of Congress.

Ask President to Remove Cab-
inet Members Who Tried to

Read Them Out of Party.
Dcs Molnes. lowa. July 2.—Pleading for a

united party, and urging the elimination of
rancor and strife, many Republican county

conventions in lowa to-day adopted resolu-
tions calling on President Taft to remove
from his Cabinet those who have attempted
to read the insurgents out of the party.
These resolutions, which were adopted by

a largf number of the Progressive coun-
ties, contain a hearty indorsement of Sen-
ators Dolliver and Cummins, and the other
lowa Congressmen who opposed the Payne

tariff bill.
In these same resolutions President Taft

is indorsed only in so far a.s he has made
efforts to carry out Progressive princi-
ples. < 'oncerning the removal of Cabinet
members the resolutions say:

We urge the President to remove from
the Cabinet those members who hay at-
tempted to r*»ad out of the party other
Republicans whose only crime has been to
insist that Congress redeem the pledges
made at the last national convention.

The principle? of conser\ation as laid

down by Theodore Roosevelt and as ex-
pressed by Clifford Pinchot were indorsed.

According to returns received in Dcs
Mnir.es to-night from the ninety-nine coun-
ties In lowa which held conventions to-

day to select delegates to the state con-
vention, the progressives will control that
g-athering by a majority of 155. The pro-
gressives returned solid delegations from
fifty-eight counties and the regulars from
thirty-six, while five divided their dele-
gation?.

The tenor of the resolutions referred to

Indicates that the same programme will be
followed at the lowa convention on \ugtist

as was followed at the Tndiana gathering.

President Taft will be indorsed, but Sena-
tors DolUver and Cummins will receive
special mention.

Senator Dol'.ivpr addressed the convention
in Webster County, hi? home.

Colonel George F. Cooke Before
a Court Martial.

[From The Tr!bun» Bureau!
Washington, July 2.

INTEREST IN" TRIAL.-Armyofficers in
"Washington ar© particularly interested ir
the outcome of a court martial trial at
Fort Lawton, Washington, of Colonel
George F. Cooke. retired. A number of
officers have appeared before the court, at

considerable expense to the government, on
account of the long distance which they
have had to travel. One of these officers,

I/ieutenant Jacob Schick. of the M In-
fantry, is now in Washington awaiting ex-
amination for retirement. He made the
transcontinental trip in order to testify
against Colonel Cooke. The latter officer
is charged with using government trans-
portation for private purposes while on
duty in Alaska, where he had some mining

property. It is also alleged that h» bor-
rowed money from enlisted men and was
careless in protecting public money at Fort
Gibbons, Alaska, where $10,000 was ab-
stracted from the army safe, supposedly
by an enlisted man named I>ane, who was
formerly a pay clerk, and disappeared

when the money was missed. The War
Department offered a reward of $1,000 for
the apprehension of Lane, but the authori-
ties have heard nothing from him. Itis of
interest that Colonel Cooke offered as a
bar to trial that before bis retirement he
was promoted from the grade of lieutenant
colonel to colonel, although all the facts
which are alleged against him were fully

known to 'he War Department. The ,-ourt

appears not to have recognized this claim
as a good excuse for abandoning the pro-
ceedings, lieutenant Schick testified that
he hnd repeatedly warned Colonel Cooke
against Lane, who, lie declared, had been
accused of embezzlement whil» connected
with some mining enterprise at Ooldfield,

Nev. There is much more in th» case than
appears on the surface, and the fact that

Colonel Cooke's retirement, was delayed

Dr. George 0. Smith Assumes

Temporary Charge.

Washington. July The appointment of
George Otis Smith as temporary director of
the Bureau of Mine? caused little surprise
in Washington, as it was known that Presi-
dent Taft had a high regard for the present

hfad of the Geological Survey, and in look-
Ing for a suitable man to begin the work
pave Mr. Smith's name serious considera-
tion from the first.

At his office in the Geological Survey to-
day Mr. Smith said that his temporary ap-
pointment as chief of the newly created
Bureau of Mines meant nothing new. as he
will simply be carrying on the work which
all along has been under his jurisdiction
as director of the Geological Survey. It
was necessary to have some one clothed
with authority to sign the payroll and carry
out the other purely formal activities of
the bureau, he said. His designation as
chief will give him two executive places,
both of which he will continue to fill until
President Taft selects a permanent chief
for the Bureau of Mines. Mr. Smith de-
clared he had no information as to the
date when he would he relieved of super-
vision over the new bureau, nor did he have
any definite information concerning the
candidates for the place whose names are
being considered by the President.

As soon as word was received from Bev-
erly to-day of Mr. Smith's temporary desig-
nation. Secretary Ballinger appointed Frank
E. McCalip. of Crawfordsville, Ind., chief
of the division of accounts in the new
bureau, and transferred all the employes
of the technological branch of the Geologi-
cal Survey to the Bureau of Mines.

RECLAMATION ENGINEER
Secretary Ballinger Appoints

General WilliamL.Marshall.
[From The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington. July 2.—Secretary Ballinger
to-day created the place of consulting en-
gineer to the Secretary of the Interior in
the Reclamation Service and appointed
Brigadier General William L. Marshall to
the post. General Marshall retired as chief
of engineers of the army last month.
Itis known that this is in accord with

the wishes of the President and in har-
mony with the plan of inspection of ex-
isting projects as directed by the recent act
authorizing the issue of certificates of in-
debtedness against the reclamation fund,

not exceeding ?20.000,000, to complete exist-
ing projects shown to be feasible.

Genera] Marshall's appointment, how-
ever, does not indicate any change in the
personnel of the. field force of the Reclama-
tion Service, inasmuch as he will have no
supervision or control over the operations
of the Reclamation Service or the design-
ing of construction works. He willact in
an advisory capacity to the Secretary of
the Interior in the work of completing
reclamation projects under the provisions

of the act of June 25, 1910. It is understood
that the designation of the officers of the
engineer corps of the army who are to act
in an advisory capacity is under considera-
tion. Secretary Ballinger is desirous of
completing existing projects as rapidly as
possible, and prompt steps will be taken
in the department to this end.
It was said at the Interior Department

that the new officer will not supplant F.

H. Newell, director of the Reclamation
Service, whose fate has been the subject

of much speculation ever since the lines
were sharply drawn between the Garfield
and Ballinger administrations of the de-
partment.
