BANK OF ENGLAND NOTES.
The Bank of England note, according to

Holdsworth Carter, of London, who is at
the Sl«jrehani, is the most easily forged
of all, for it is the simplest, consisting as
it does of black printing on white paper.

"The great safeguard in our banknotes,"
said Mr. Carter, "lies in the quality of thepaper, the quality of the printing and the
watermark on the paper.

'"To make the actual paper is beyond the
skill of the cleverest forger. It is "made at
a small town near London, but so well
has the secret been guarded that the most
skilful note printers in the trade do not
understand how, though they know most
of the ether secrets.

"Note printing is one of the highlyskilled
trades, and is still a virtual monopoly of
th© city of London. It has always been so,
and the great banks of the world come to
the. engravers and printers of London to
have their notes or their plates made. They
turn out the most beautiful printing in
Europe. Some of it is of the most compli-
cated description, and in this fact lies its
great safety. The steel plate itself is the
work of many hands and many brains.
When the main design has been decided
upon, the parts of the picture have to be
taken to several engravers, each of whom
is skilled in one branch of his art, and
could not exchange his part with any of
the others.

"Tour American banknotes are works of
art," added the Englishman, "but they are
much easier to counterfeit than our Eng-
lish notes. Safety lies in the simplicity of
oar notes, while*the intricate scroll work
on the American note is? not only a protec-
tion against forgery, but it serves as well
as the refuge of the forger. it" requires
greater effort to detect a clever forgery of
an American note than an English note."

A REMARKABLE MAINE WELL.
A most remarkable vein of fresh water

mas recently obtained on Burnt Coat Isl-
and by I-:. W. Trott, of Woolwich, while
boring; an artesian well on the grounds of
N. A. Cushing. of White Plains. N. V.. who
ha? on the island erected for a summer
home a large bungalow, which is equipped
with every modern convenience. The vein
struck produces In the well a daily supply
of seven thousand gallons of crystal pure
fresh water, which comes from an eleva-
tion 115 feet above sea level on the main-
land, much higher than the surface of
Burnt <"oat Island, which is abouty thirty
fe*-t above the sea level and entirely sur-
rounded by the ocean to a depth of eighty
feet. The water supply comes from tho
mainland and follows the poorest -part of
the ledger, which in this locality has a
\u25a0train much like a sponge of a dark brown
porous rock, which lies in a thickness of
from four to fifteen feet deep.

Sail water, it may be remarked, will not
penetrate as much as fresh water.

When th? drill struck the imprisoned
spring the water Rowed for ten days, and
then dropped back to four feet from the
level of the well. The water is supposed
to come twenty miles under the sea.—
Kennebec Journal.
