BIG REALTY DEAL INNASSAU

Independents Dissatisfied with Both
Candidates for Governor.

Philadelphia, July 9.—The proposition of
certain men who have been prominent in
reform movements In Pennsylvania to
place a ticket in the field this fall in op-
position to both the Republican and Dem-
ocratic state tickets toot on definite
form to-day, when Henry C. Xiles. of New
York, former state chairman of the Lin-
coln party, which had an independent state
ticket in the field a few years ago, an-
nounced that ax. independent state conven-
tion would be held in this- city on July 27
and 28.

Mr. Niles was authorized to make this
announcement to-day by a conference of
independents held on Thursday, at which
meeting he was also authorized to appoint

an executive committee to carry out the
details ot placing an independent ticket in
the f.eid.

The conference adopted resolutions stat-
ing that the Republican and Democratic
conventions named as their resj^eetive can-
didates for Governor men "who do not in
