"Here is where the vanadium heat treat-
ed steel from the old plant is put through

to the finish. Opposite each machine, or
set, are the compartments which receive
the finished stock. This shop faces the
east without any obstruction, and is flooded
with light, making it possible for the me-
chanics to do their work under ideal con-
ditions. The machinery on this floor is
valued at $1,000,000.
