BUENOS AYRES CONFERENCE
John Barrett Talks of Meeting

Beginning- To-day.
Washington, July 11.— Whether the Inter-

national Union of American Republics will

continue to exist or be regarded a? having

served it* purpose win be largely deter-
mined by the fourth International Confer-
ence of American Republics, which meets

to-morrow in Buenos Ayre?. Argentina, ac-
cording to the opinion of John Barrett.
director of the Bureau of American Re-
publics.
"If the conference adopts conventions

and resolutions working for the actual good

of eSMffa and all of the American nations,"

said Mr. Barrett to-day, "and the3e are
actually ratified by the different govern-
ments, the conference will demonstrate to
the world its value, as well as the solidarity

of Pan-American purposes and interests.
Ifit fails Pan-Americans willsuffer. a seri-
ous setback."

M:. Barrett asserted that the Bueno3
Ayres conference hi the most important
gathering bearing upon the commercial and
political relations of the United States with

the twenty South American countries, and

that it "is second only in world importance

to the great Peace Congress Si The Hague."

Mr. Barrett stated further that there wag

no ground for a recent report that a combi-
nation at the conference would be formed
against the United States, or that there
would be any attack upon its Latin-Ameri-
can policies

THE SEXATE LEADERSHIP.
Both parties in the United States Sen-

r.te will have to find new leaders after

March 3 next. One of the striking inci-

dents of the last session of Congress was

the announcement that Senators Nelson

AY. Aldrieh and Eugene Hale would

both decline to stand for re-election.
Their present terms end en March •"\u25a0

"P.m. at which time Mr. Aldrieh will

have served twenty-nine and a half
years and Mr. Hale thirty years. These

two Senators shared with William B.
Allison up to the time of the latter'?
death, in 1906. the responsibilities of the
majority leadership. Mr. Allison was

the dean of tb? Senate, and besides be-
ing chairman of the Committee on Ap-

propriations was chairman of The Re-
publican caucus and of the Republi-

can steering committee. Mr. Hale was
his chief assistant on the Appropria-

tions Committee and relieved him of
much of the arduous work Involved in
the prepaiation and passage of the sup-
ply bills. Mr. Aldricb was chairman
of the Finance Committee, and had more

to do than any one else with shaping
tariff, financial and railroad legislation

and defining the attitude of the majority

on the political issues on which the two
parties were ai variance. After Mr. Al-
lison's death Mr. Hale assumed sole
charge of the appropriation bills and
Mr. Aldrich's leadership in the rest of
the legislative field became complete and
unchallenged.

The '(\u25a0].'. from Beverly that the
President called Mr. Loeb there to urge

him to become an active candidate for

the nomination for Governor and prom-
ised the rapport of the federal adminis-
tration if he would make the race af-
fords an interesting field for hot weather.

Roosevelt That the ex-President has

ever urged Mr. I^oeb to seek such pre-

ferment we gravely doubt. In view of
the intimate relations which exist be-
tween Mr. Roosevelt and The man who

served him so long and faithfully as

secretary, there is probably no one. other
than Mr. Loeb himself, who realizes so

keenly the financial sacrifice which elec-

tion to the Governorship would involve,

a financial sacrifice which the Collector
could illafford. Governor Hughes leaves
office a much poorer man than he en-

tered it, and as secretary to the Presi-

dent Mr. Loeb had a similar exj>erience.

Ac Collector of the Port Mr. Loeb has
made a highly creditable record, which
gratifies his many friends perhaps even

more than it does himself. He has

demonstrated an executive ability and a

firmness of purpose which he has doubt-

less longpossessed, but which heretofore
have been appreciated only by his per-

sonal friends. That demonstration has
placed him in line for preferment in the
commercial and essentially more profit-
able world, and while a return to Al-
bany to occupy The Governor's mansion,

in the grounds of which he played as a

boy, would inevitably bring with itmore
than ordinary gratification, we shall still
be disposed, In tbe absence of pretty con-
clusive evidence, to accept only with a
large measure of allowance the reports

Indeed, we may claim to have been
among the foremost i" suggest it. at
a time when to do so was to incur jeop-
ardy of a writ <lr Uihatico inquirendo.

Our contention has consistently been,

for many years, that crude sewage
should not be poured into river, bike, or
ocean. The sewage and the water are
both too valuable separately to be spoiled
and wasted by mixing them, in this era
of conservation it will be particularly
fitting to conserve our waters iniHtate
•if purity for their natural uses, which
are by far then most precious uses, and

fully maintained by Secretary Knox. de-
spite some unfounded if not malicious
carping, and this country to-day enters

the international council at Buenos
Ayres as a friend among friends, ready

and able to engage in deliberations and
enactments for the common good.
