Plays Dashing Lawn Tennis and Earns Right
to Challenge Lamed for Longwood Cup.
[By Telejrraph to The Tribune.]

Brookline, Mass , July 23.— Wearing down
his opponent by his stamina and dash.
Maurice E. McLoughlin. the young Cali-
fornia lawn tennis player, won the twen-
tieth annual tournament in singles to-day,
on the turf courts of the Longwood Cricket
Club here In the final round the Pacific
Coast Internationalist of a year ago de-
feated Wallace F. Johnson, the intercolle-
giate champion, in straight sets. 6—4, 6—Z.
<&\u25a0 Z. By his victory McLoughlin becomes
the challenger of the national champion
and holder of the Longwood cup, William
A Lamed; and this competition will hold
the courts on Monday.

The doubles reached a conclusion to-day
as Edward H. Whitney, the Boston inter-
scholastic champion, and Richard Bishop
defeated Reuben A. Holden. Jr., and F.
M. Watrous. the Yale pair, 6—3. 6—2, 2—6.
7—6. By this victory VThitney and Bishop
become the Eastern championship pair,
wtih the privilege of competing in the sec-
tional doubles preliminaries to the national
doubles championship, the matches of
\u25a0which will be decided on the courts of the
Onwentsia Club, Lake Forest, Chicago,
next month.

There was not a moment in the three sets
this afternoon when the speed of the youth-
ful Californian. who Is only twenty years
of aye. deserted him. Johnson was rela-
tively overwhelmed more by the severity
of the player on the opposite side of the
net than by any ether single feature of

McLoughlln's game.

It was rarely necessary for Mclaughlin
to make use of more than his first service.

,The ball crossed the net with such sting
iand bounded so high and swiftly that
Johnson was compelled to make the best
return he could, with little attempt at shots
for passing or placement.'

McLoug-hlin. from hi? side, almost hi-
variably smothered such returns as the

,Pennpylvanian sent. to him for straight
slashing: drives along his left hand court,

'\u25a0 or when he gained the net scored the ace
by a terrific smash. As lawn tennis, it was
one of the fastest games that has been
played In this section of the country in'
some time.

The surprising thing was that the .baf-
fling' cut strokes with which -Johnson has
defeated his other competitors seemed to

have no terrors whatsoever for McLough-
lin. In fact, he gave his opponent a few
lessons in erratic cut stroke playing,in
the second and third sets, and in a meas-
ure the fact . that Johnson won fewer
games in these sets was due to the way
in -which the California^ handled the ball
in working such returns.

Throughout the match Johnson, despite
a plucky defence that he vainly tried to
turn Into an attack, was outplayed by a
clever player. In each set there was a
numljer of good rallies, and It was. when
he could force the play into a volleying
exchange that Johnson usually won his
points. It was difficult for him to make
these at all times, as McLoughlin cov-
ered the court with perfection and rarely
left any openings unguarded. On the
whole. McLoughlln's racquet stamps him
as one of the greatest and most formid-
able players that this country has pro-
duced.
