Chicagoans May Have to Pay
Taxes on Foreign Stocks.

Chicago, Aug. 2.—Chicago millionaires
were taken by surprise yesterday when
Frank W. Jones, president of the Illinois
Tax Reform League, tiled with the Board
of Review a statement alleging that
ja00.000,000 of stocks in foreign corporations
owned by citizens of Cook, County have
been concealed from the assessors and re-
viewers and have not been assessed. It is

held by lawyers for stockholders that stock
in foreign corporations is not subject to
taxes in Illinois, hut the league says it is.

Altogether there are seventy men in the
league's list, which is headed* by the names
of J. Ogden Armour ami Edward Morris.

cording to Mr. Jones, Home of these men
have not been assessed on anything like th»
amount of assessable personal property
owned by them for the period beginning in
1905, and he claims that $15,000,000 could be
added to (he revenue of the county if the
legal penalty should be added. .
