The Christian Endeavor socleties in Ne-
braska which have voted to write an open
| letter to Mrs, Nicholas Longworth asking
her to give up the cigarette habit were fore-
stalled by Miss Lucy Page Gaston, presi-
dent of the Anti-Cigarette League.

Miss Gaston, it seems, has been in hot
water ever since she made a careless re-
mark to a newspaper reporter some tima
ago. "“Why don’t you reform Alice Roose-
velt Longworth and Elean Sears?” she
was asked, and she answered “as gently as
she states, that she would be very
glad to do so if she could.

From innocent remark, she says,
sprang full grown the story that she had

i made a public attack on the ex-President's

daughter and on Miss Sears.

Newspapers all over the country spread
the story with illustrations in which she
was pictured in the act of snatching a
cigarette from Mrs. I.ongworth's lips.

Such publicity Miss Gaston did not con-
sider beneficial to her cause, and in its de-
fence she wrote both to Mrs. Longworth
and Miss Sears, telling them just how the
story originated.

This opportunity for a personal appeal
was not to be neglected, however, and so
in concluding both letters she expressed
the hope that the recipients might see their
way to giving up the cigarette.

The habit of cigarette smoking, she said,
growing among young girls, a fact
in large measure traceable to the infiuence
of prominent society women, for what great
ones do the less not only prattle of but seek
to imitate.
