served at the office or on the receivers
up to that hour, so that officially Ido
r.ot know that any order was issued."

''ifH-rce \V. lAnch. generai manager of
th*» Centre* Park. North ft East River
Bsjflroad Compa-iy, said last night that
he had not yet seen the order.

"I cannot make any odknment on it
until it reaches me," he continued. "Evf-n
then Iwill have nothing to say until I

have consulted the other directors. There
are twelve directory and they must take
their share of the responsibility in such
matters. Iam gvneral manager, and I
havr Croubhsa of my own in that direc-
tion."

An sMler was issued yesterday by the
Public Service Commission providing

for the issue of transfers between the
Metropolitan Street Railroad system and
the 9Bttl street crosstown line. The order
Itdirected to the receivers of the Metro-
politan and to the Central Park. North
& East River Railroad Company. The

latter Is one of the few surface roads
that is not in the hands of receivers.

The order is to go into effect on Sep-

tember 1. and the companies are di-
rected to serve notice on the commis-
sion by August 31 whether or not they

will carry out the order.
A previous order, issued by the com-

mission a year and -a half ago, for trans-
fers on these lines was disregarded by

the companies, andJthe matter was car-

Tied to the courts. It is still pending

before the Appellate Division on cer-

tiorari proceedings. The power of the

commission to make such an order was

Questioned in the previous proceeding,

and there was some doubt whether the
provisions \relat ing to«through routes and

Soint rates -were not restricted to steam

railroads. A new bill wasjjassed at the
last session of the Legislature, however,

and the present order is based on the
provision of the new bill. The commis-
sion holds that this legislation makes

dear its right to issue such an order.
As issued the order is for a six months'

trial of the transfer system, and the

\u25a0routes on which itis to-be put into effect

are Indicated in schedules attached to

the main order. This order would re-

store the system in operation up to the
time when the Metropolitan Street Rail-
road Company operated the 59th street

\u25a0line- The lease expired on August 6.
190S, and at the same time the givingof
transfers ceased. There was a great

clamor at the time, and the number of
passengers using the lines fell off.

"When the commission's order was is-

eued the two companies appealed to the
courts. The Court of Appeals ordered
certain papers added to the record at

the request of the commission, and the

.-whole matter \u25a0was again submitted to :
the Appellate -

revision of the Supreme

Court. !
The text of'the orderiissued yesterday :

ed on or before said date to establish and
jut in force a joint rate of fare for each
Fuch passenger by the use of a trans-

fer slip, coupon ticket or other sufficient
token delivered to each passenger, and
to apply said rate of fare to the trans-
portation of passengers between the
.points and over the routes specified in
the said schedule in each direction for
and during the time aforesaid unless
modified in accordance with the provi-

(

eions of the Public Service commissions
law.

The 50th street line of the Central
Park. North &. East River Railroad

'Company means, in this schedule, the
3ine on .".Oth street, between the east side
,of First avenue and the vest side of
Tenth avenue.

(a) From any point on the r»s>th street
line of the.

Inventor Says His Machine Has

Backing of Rockefellers.
